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Shri E. K. Thakur
(15-2-1941 to 7-8-2014)

On the 7th August, | was shocked to read the slide of news
on T.V. Channel reading "Shri E.K.Thakur, Chairman, Saraswat
Bank, died today morning". Though | was aware about his
sickness, still it was a rude shock for me. My acquaintance with
him was since 1967 when he came to stay in our colony in
Santacruz. Shri K.A.Burde introduced him to me. In 1969 State
Bank officers went on indefinite strike. Next two days we read in
newspapers more against our strike. Therefore, a special Meeting
of Officers from other Banks was arranged in the hall of

K.C.College (Churchgate) to explain them the circumstances under which we went on strike. Shri
Thakur in his speech of about 50 minutes explained the situation under which we declared the strike.
That speech impressed the entire audience. Fifty minutes speech, without papers in hand and in
fluent English, impressed the gathering. | would say, that day a new well studied leader was bornin
Banking Industry. Thereatfter, he was elected unopposed as President of Officers' Federation.

In 1972 he was admitted in Tata Hospital for operation. Two days prior to surgery, | met himin
the Hospital at about 8.30 A.M. and was surprised to see him busy in shaving himself. He immediately
added "I must shave daily to keep myself cheerful". From where he got this courage? In fact, because
of this courage he could face bravely future agony.

During the period of "Emergency"in 1976 he resigned from the Bank's service. He, thereatfter,
established "National School of Banking". His subsequent activities have already been published in
various "Newspapers" published on 8th August, 2014.

International Labour Organization had arranged a meeting at Geneva (Switzerland) of
representatives of about 127 states where Shri Morarji Desai, then P.M., nominated Shri Thakur as
India’s representative where he was elected unopposed as "Vice President".

He was awarded on 20.2.2001 at Y.B. Chavan Pratishthan Hall an Award known as "Cancer
Vijeta". This Award is given to cancer patient who successfully fought the disease over 25 years. | had
attended this function on invitation.

In July 2001 Shri Thakur was nominated as Director on the Central Board of State Bank of
India. However, in April 2002 he resigned from the post as he had decided to contest the election for
"Rajya Sabha". Later on in the same month he was elected as member of Parliament (Rajya Sabha).
He retired from Rajya Sabha in April 2008 after completion of the tenure of six years.

As he was nominated as "Director” on the Central Board of the Bank, we, the Zonal Committee
of Mumbai Zone, decided to felicitate him. Accordingly, he was felicitated in the Annual General Meeting
of the Zone held on 20.2.2002 in the Hall of Dadar/Matunga Cultural Centre. After felicitation he declared
the donation of Rs.1,11,111/- to the Association. The function was attended by Sarvashri Y.
Radhakrishnan, Managing Director, S. Govindarajan, Managing Director, S. Santhanakrishnan, Dy.
M.D., S.A.Farooqi, C.G.M. (Central Office) and B. Behera, (CGM, Mumbai Circle).

In early 2006 he was felicitated by our Nagpur Zonal Sub Centre. Inthat Meeting he declared
donation of Rs.1,11,111/- to the Association. He, in his letter dt.3.2.2006, expressed his desire that from
the interest of the amount, an Award should be given every year to a pensioner whose services to other
pensioners and pensioners' Association are considered "invaluable”. The Award is to be named as
"N.G. More Service Award". He added that the amount of the Award is to be decided by the Association.
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Some of the retired Award & Officers' Federations' leaders approached Shri Thakur for an
appointment with the Finance Minister for placing before him the impasse of pensioners of S.B.I.
Accordingly, Shri Thakur arranged a Meeting on 3-2-2004 with Hon'ble Shri Anandrao Adsul, Minister
of State for finance (Expenditure, Banking & Insurance) GOI, New Delhi. The problems faced by the
pensioners were explained to the Minister by the undersigned in the presence of Shri E.K. Thakur and
Sarvashri (Late) R.O.Shah, (Late) R.N.Godbole, P. Lakshminarasaiah & M.R.Awasthi. The
memorandum was immediately acknowledged by the Minister.

In an informal meeting of some of the Office Bearers of our Federation, it was decided to
approach Shri E.K. Thakur, (then member of Rajya Sabha), for presentation of a memorandum to the
Finance Minister, GOI, New Delhi, signed by members from Lok Sabha & Rajya Sabha. We accordingly
approached Shri Thakur who readily agreed for this and told us to prepare a draft of the Memorandum.
The draft was prepared in four meetings with Shri Thakur which were attended by Shri B.G.Dandekar
(President), B.K.Ghose (Vice President), S.B.Gokhale (General Secretary), V.M.Gokhale (President,
Mumbai Circle) & (Late) R.O.Shah. The Memorandum dt.25.5.2007 was signed by over 100 MPs

and was forwarded to the Finance Minister, GOI, New Delhi.

PAYMENT OF STAFF PENSION /FAMILY PENSION
OPENING OF SEPARATE SAVINGS BANK / CURRENT ACCOUNT

As per the extant instructions, retiring SBI employees / family pensioners are required to open
separate Savings Bank / Current accounts for the purpose of getting staff pension / staff family
pension.

2. In this connection, we have been receiving a number of requests from retiring SBI Employees/
family pensioners for not making it mandatory to open new S.B./C.A. for getting pension and staff
family pension.

3. We have examined the matter and observe that in Core Banking Solutions (CBS) system,
concessionary benefits are extended to staff / staff pensioners / family pensioners on the basis of
unique PF Index numbers allotted to SBI employees. And as there is no separate SB / CA product
for SBI pensioners / family pensioners, there is no need to insist on opening of separate SB / CA by
retiring SBI employees / SBI family pensioners for getting pension / family pension. It has, therefore,
been decided as under :

i Retiring SBI employees are not required to open a separate SB / CA for the purpose
of getting pension.

il.  Pension can be credited to the existing staff SB / CA of the pensioner.

iii  Ondeath of the pensioner, the family Pensioner need not open a new SB/ CAfor the
purpose of getting family pension.

v Family pension can be credited to the existing joint SB/CA of staff pensioner with

'E or S' facility.
4, All other instructions shall remain the same.
5. Please note to bring the contents of this circular to the notice of all concerned.
