State Bank of India pensioners' Association, Mumbai Circle, Pune

We regret to bring your notice a fraud committed by our Ramdas Peth Branch and also certain irregular practices
followed by them for a very long time of crediting the cheques/amounts meant for the credit of our Nagpur Zonal Sub-
centre A/c to the account of SBI Pensioners' Club Nagpur.
2) The short particulars of the fraud are as under. A cheque N0.979320 dated the 3rd February 2006 issued by
Shri.E.K. Thakur, our ex-employee and Ex Rajya Sabha Member in favour of State Bank of India Pensioners' Association,
Nagpur Zonal Sub-centre was wrongly credited to the SB A/c No.11072617597 standing in the name of State Bank of
India Pensioners' Club Nagpur. Thinking that this was a bonafide error due to similarity in the name of the A/c, we took up
the matter on the 24th March 2009, (with the then Branch Manager Shri.Bhalerao). In this connection we enclose copies
of the following communications the contents of which are self explicit.
(a) Copy of our letter dated the 24th March 2009 addressed to our Ramdas Peth Branch
(b) Copy of our letter dated the 26th June 2009 addressed to AGM (Admn) Zonal Office, Nagpur
(c) Copy of our letter dated the 20th November 2009 addressed to our Ramdas Peth Branch
(d) Copy of letter dated 26-11-2009 written by the Branch to Nagpur Club
(e) Copy of letter dated the 15th December 2009 written by Branch to our Nagpur Zonal Sub-centre
3) You will observe from the correspondence that we have done everything in our powers to request the Bank to
restore the amount of Rs.1,11,111/- to our SB A/c. We are, however, getting an impression that the Branch Staff is hand
in glove with the office bearers of the Nagpur Club and are, therefore, not only restoring the credit to our A/c but not even
replying our communications. You will agree that the position is far from satisfactory and needs your intervention. It will
not be out of place to mention that the Association is a valuable depositor of the Bank and our deposits with SBI
maintained at our Vakola (Santacruz, Mumbai) and Dattawadi (PUNE), branches aggregate about Rs. 80 lacs.
4) We therefore request you to kindly look into the matter and
(a) Restore the amount of Rs.1,11,111/- wrongly credited to the A/c of SBI Pensioners' Club Nagpur with interest.
(b) Appoint an investigation official to verify the transactions in the SBI Pensioners' Club A/c for last 5 years and
restore the wrong credits given to that A/c but actually meant for SBI Pensioners' Association, Nagpur Zonal
Sub-centre A/c with intrest.
(c) Consider taking suitable disciplinary action against the concerned staff for dereliction of duty, particularly the
Branch Managers at the material time.

(d) Transferring the A/cs of the Club to some other branch in Nagpur City to avoid recurrence of such instances.

(e)As the TDR matures on the 30th March 2010 we request you not to pay the maturity amount to the Club but
hold it with the Branch till a decision is taken by the Bank to restore the amount to us, if the amount is not refunded to us
by the Bank by that date.

An old colleague of mine had to shift to an Old Age Home (OAH) after his wife’s death. | was sad
foramoment as | thought that he is being ill treated in his own house. | was pleasantly surprised when
he wrote to me how happy he was in his new house. My idea of an OAH till then was that it is a place
where only orphaned aged people are dumped by their ungrateful children. My friend’s letter changed
my perception and | have a fresh look towards institution called ‘OAH’.

Our needs in old age are few, like simple food, a small but exclusive space, clean and decent
clothes etc. We also need love, affection, little bit of sharing and caring and someone to talk to get
over loneliness. Management of most of the OAHSs, barring a few, takes care of these needs in addi-
tion to entertainment, medical aid, religious discourses and physical fithess etc. to keep them occu-
pied. So in that context OAH is like joint family.

The need for OAH is felt more in big cities as people have no time for family. In such a situation
can a person afford to have old buddy in the house howsoever dear he or she may be? The seniors
feel neglected despite all the comforts of life as they have nobody to talk to or listen to them. There are
people who do have time but cannot afford to spare a separate room or money for the elders. They
need proper medication, and different diet. Those who cannot provide these essentials really have a
sort of guilt in their mind for obvious reasons. Then there are people who are abandoned by their own
children and people who have to live alone as their children are settled abroad. Problems of issueless
couples and bachelors and spinsters are beyond our comprehensions. All these people have some-
thing in common and that is their loneliness. All of them look for a place to shed this feeling. OAH could
be a solace for them.
