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THAT DAY IN JULY

It was a little past seven pm. | was returning home from my usual evening walk at Joggers Park
beyond the highway. On the other side of the highway was an off road which ran to our area bazaar.
From the bazaar my house was not far off.

As | reached the highway | just looked at the sky. There were black clouds on the western and the
northern skies but they did not seem threatening. Anyway | was not afraid of rains. The month of June
had passed with few rains; occasional showers not quite heavy and lasting only for half an hour or so.
The month of July seemed to be following the June pattern. Besides | always enjoyed rains and getting
a little wet at evening walks.

Easily | crossed the highway. As | was taking the off road towards the bazaar, the drizzle started.
In a few seconds the drizzle turned into large and speedy raindrops and the strong rains had started.
As if from nowhere, the gentle wind now took a ferocious nature blowing almost fiercely.

Sensing the heavy rains further, | quickened my footsteps and ran to a temple for shelter. The
temple was in a small lane running from the off road. It was a nice and quiet temple. Only a few people
attended this temple except during the evening prayers. The "Sabhamandap" that is the praying hall
was a spacious one. In a rectangular form it ran from place of idols towards the main gate of the
temple. The three sides of the "Sabhamandap were open except the roof at the top presenting a
charming view of the trees and plants adorning the compound wall. Most of the plants were flowery
plants of the flowers which are generally used for worship. Through the entrance gate one could view
the people passing by, the "Tapris" making small business at the end of the lane and the tall trees
beyond the lane which cast a cool shadow in the afternoon.

Safely inside the "Sabhamandap” | pulled a chair towards the main gate taking a convenient
position from where | could see the idols at the "Garbhagruha". Afew people were sitting quietly on the
Mandap floor or talking amongst themselves. More importantly for me was watching the lashing rains
dancing this way and that way in the blowing wind. The branches of the trees at the compound wall and
outside and those at the other end of the lake were now shaking somewhat violently making a rustling
sound.

There was no sign of rains slowing down and the strong wind calming down. The rains were
making a "Tip-Tip" sound at the puddles of water gathering at the potholes at the lane. However | was
calm and quiet as | had already informed on the cell phone of my whereabouts to the family members
adding that there was no cause for worry.

Initially | had thought the rains would stop within half an hour or so. However the rains and the
winds grew in intensity. There was occasional lightning and thunder. So sharp was the lightning that
everyone inside the "Sabhamandap" shivered for a while. There was a cracking sound outside and |
could see a few branches of the tall trees beyond the lane had come down heavily, one or two branches
falling on the rooftop of a car nearby and the roof of a "Tapri". The fragile door of the "Tapri" fell down
on the ground. | really felt very sorry because the person who runs a "Tapri" is generally from a poor
class.

| realized that it was a storm though not of high intensity. The wind continued to blow in a menacing
way. | just could not understand what was happening and why this wrath of nature. It was difficult to
understand why the mother nature seemed cruel and unkind at times. Was this a way of showing
displeasure to city dwellers because they never paid any heed to the warning signals from the nature.

Somewhat in a pensive mood | was looking quietly once outside and the next moment at the
idols. | dozed for a little while. When awake | could see that the rain had completely stopped but for
little drizzle and the wind was now very quiet. It was just a cool breeze. | got up from my seat and went
near the idols in the "Garbhagruha" and bowed with all humility and reverence to the idols of Ram,
Laxman and Sita.
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Feeling happy that all was quiet now, | started walking towards my place. There was a total
transfer scene now. The fury of the nature was over and now it was all calm, soothing and pleasant.
The cool breeze impregnated with rain, the raindrops coming down gently from the tree leaves on the
passerbys and the rain water running down from the puddles carrying with them some garbage.
