On Federation Front - Ninth Bipartite Wage Negotiations
We reproduce below the letter addressed to both the serving staff Federarions by our
Federation and the Text of Joint Circular issued by serving staff Federations in respect of above
for information of our members.

Dear Sir,

We refer to your Circular of 153 dated 01-12-2009, conveying the decisions taken at the
meeting held by both Federations. In this connection we wish to convey our appreciation of the
decision taken by both Federations for not becoming a party to the MOU reached between IBA
and UFBU. With this decision we are sure you would ensure that the following improvements in
our pension benefits are made before concurrence is accorded by both of you for the wage
settlement and introduction of New Pension Scheme (NPS) in our Bank.

i) Placing the Seventh Bipartite retirees on par with the Sixth and Eighth Bipartite
retirees by the revision of pension on Seventh Bipartite pat scales with effect from 01-05-2005 at
least on the basis of our Bank's proposal dated 19-04-2006.

i) Revision of Pension at 50% of pay, to all the pensioners, paid to them as per the
salary scales in force at the time of retirement effective from an agreed date.

iii)  Cent percent neutralization of dearness relief to all the past pensioners.
iv) Family pension at 30% of pay.
and v) Updation of pension on revision of salary.

2. We are sure that both your Federations will be keen to strive for securing the above
improvements in our Pension benefits before giving your concurrence to the wage settlement and
the introduction of NPS in our Bank. After the introduction of NPS by our Bank, no improvement
in our existing pension benefits would be possible. We, therefore, request you to seize this
opportunity and take all possible steps for securing the above improvements in our pension
benefits.

3. Out of the agreed wage increase of 17.5 %, the cost for meeting one more pension option
and incremental pension cost on revised pension based on ninth bipartite wage scales would take
away about 4 to 5 % out of the load factor of 17.5 % should be more than adequate to take care
of the additional requirement for building up our pension fund to meet the additional commitments
on the above improved pension benefits. Further, with the introduction of NPS by our Bank, our
Bank would get more benefit by the withdrawal of 10% now being provided to our Contributory
Provident Fund Scheme. We trust that the tripartite meeting proposed to be held with our Bank
would pave way for arriving at a durable solution to our pension issues. Thanking you.

TEXT OF JOINT CIRCULAR

As decided earlier, a joint meeting of General Secretaries of affiliates of AISBISF and AISBOF was
held on 1st December 2009 at Delhi to deliberate and decide on the future course of action in the
wake of refusal of representatives of both the Federations to sign the MOU at IBA level on the
27th November 2009 regarding 9th Bipartite Wage Settlement.

o) To empower the Steering Committee to take view of the progress in the last week
of December 2009 and decide about the future programmes.

2. Accordingly, we have today sent a letter to the Chairman, SBI to convene a Tripartite
Meeting within a week;s time. We shall keep the affiliates advised of the progress from time to
time. We congratulate our membership throughout the country for its spontaneous response to
the call of the Federations in staging massive lunch time demonstrations on 27-11-2009 to express
our strong resentment against discriminatory attitude of the IBA / Government in ignoring the

just demands of the SBI Employees' and Officers' Federations.

MOU SIGNED BY UFBU & IBA ON SALARY REVISION
LEADERSHIP OF OUR SERVING FEDERATIONS STAY OUT
IBA REFUSES TO PROTECT THE INTERESTS OF STATE BANK EMPLOYEES & OFFICERS

We have been informed by the leadership
of both the Federations that they were compelled
to walk out of the signing ceremony of MOU
between the UFBU and IBA on the grounds that
both the parties have failed to make provision
as regards the protection of interests of the
workforce in State Bank of India - through a
provision in the MOU that, the issues relating to
the Pension Scheme and also the additional cost
that was incurred due to the 9th bipartite

settlement, will have to be shared with the
employees and officers in State Bank of India,
through a separate negotiation with the
Federations in State Bank of India. The issue
thus become a bone of contention and resulted
in the walkout of the leadership of both the
Federations. We also understand that the
representatives of the Federations met the
Chairman and conveyed their displeasure over
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these developments and sought his intervention
in the matter.

2. In the meantime, we understand from
the headquarters of both the Federations that
the Steering Committee of both the Federations
is meeting to decide about the future strategy
and programme for realizing long pending
demands in respect of improvements in
superannuation benefits and also sharing of the
additional cost that the industry is incurring on
account of Pension Scheme.

3. Our members are aware that the Action
Committee had an occasion to discuss these

issues threadbare in our last meeting and an
appeal was made to the leadership of both
the Federations to ensure that the interests of
both the Pensioners and Family Pensioners are
protected in the current negotiations. We are
duty bound to keep in touch with our counter
parts in the Circles and extend all our support
and co-operation in making all their
programmes a grand success.

JUDGE FORYOURSELVES !!

"Pension windfall for retired Judge"
A News Paper Report

Quote : Lucknow : " You must be joking..... is
how retired Justice R.N.Sharma reacted when his
family members broke news that he would be
getting over Rs. 1 lakh per month as pension.
Justice Sharma retired from the Lucknow Bench
of the Allahabad High Courtin 1966 with a monthly
pension of around Rs.700/-. he joined the Indian
judicial Services as a Munsifin 1931 and rose to
the level of a High Court Judge.

Few months short of touching his 105"
birthday, Justice Sharma is believed to be the
oldest pension in U.P. The fact has been
acknowledged by authorities at Lucknow district
treasury office from where the pension is
disbursed. The hike in pension has come due to
the High Court and SC Judges (Salaries and
Condition of Services) Amendment Act 2009.This
amendment has enhanced age-related quantum
of pension or family pension being awarded to
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retired judges of the two courts. A government
order in this regard issued by Dept. of Justice,
Ministry of Law and Justice says that the enhanced
pension is to be given from Jan. 01, 2006. To fix
the additional quantum of pension/family pension,
the government has categorized pensioners in
certain age slabs. Under this, the additional
quantum being awarded to retired judges who are
100 or more is 100%.

As on date, the pension of a retired judge
is about Rs. 40,000/- a month. The amount does
notinclude 22% dearness allowance and certain
other allowances (e.g. Like servent allowance of
Rs.3,000/- a month) given to a retired judge. Acent
per cent increase in the pension makes it to
Rs.80,000/- per month. Adding 22% DA would
make the amount Rs.97,600/- per month. On
adding allowances in the other categories, the
amount totals to Rs.1.06 lakh a month..................
