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SHRI V. M. GOKHALE, RECEPIENT OF “LATE SHRI L. N. PABALKAR
GOLD MEDAL” FOR THE YEAR 2018.19

All of you know that our dashing and most active Ex-President of SBI
Pensioners’ Association, Mumbai Circle (Pune) is Shri V. M. Gokhale whom
| know right from the day he joined the Bank on 19" November,1958. He
was asked to join directly as a clerk in Central Office. In fact, during that
period, the practice of Central Office was to call only the experienced staff
(clerical and officers) from various Circles. He was posted in ‘Operations
Department’ and in a short period, due to his studious nature, sincerity and
involvement in Bank’s work, he proved to be fit for the promotion when the
Circular regarding submission of recommendations for the examination of
recruitment of ‘Trainee Officers’ was received. This being special category
promotion, | immediately suggested to his boss (Shri J. N. Saxena) to
recommend his name considering his credentials and all the characteristics
mentioned above. Accordingly, his name was recommended and in the
very first attempt he got through and was promoted as a ‘T. O.” on 15t March 1965. During those days
the selection process used to very tough and difficult. Further, the recommending authorities never
used to recommend names for T. O’s promotion unless the candidate has completed both parts of
CAlIB.

Shri Vinayak Moreshwar Gokhale, was borne on 3™ February 1937, in Mahad, (Taluka place) of
Maharashtra. He completed his B. Com and joined the Bank in 1958. Later he also completed his
CAIIB. In course of time he was posted as a Branch Manager at Wadala/Malad (West) and Jalgaon
etc. branches. Then he was posted as an Administrative Officer (ADV.), Region IV, Mumbai Circle,
due to his thorough knowledge and experience in advances. He was also posted as a Manager,
Circle Stationery Department, Wadala, where he curtailed wasteful expenditure, by taking various
administrative decisions and economizing on the quantity of printing etc. during his short tenure. From
there he was posted at Backbay Reclamation Branch as AGM. Thereafter, he was posted as a Regional
Manager, Region Ill, Mumbai. From 1989 to 1992 where he achieved commendable heights in
performance of the Region, i. e. advances and deposits. In addition to regular banking activities, due
to the initiative taken by him the Region undertook lot many non-banking activities namely tree
plantation, distributing books and notebooks to poor and needy students and so on. He also
encouraged use of Hindi language in the Region Ill and branches and for that a Trophy was also
awarded to Region Ill. In many aspects Region Ill was a role- model. Shri Gokhale also worked as a
‘Secretary’ (at Circle level) of the ‘SBI Officers’ Association’ Mumbai Circle, for a period of five years.

On his promotion as a Dy. General Manager, he was appointed as a Director Finance, Khatau
Makaniji Spinning and Weaving Company Ltd., (Khatau Mill), Mumbai. Khatau Mill was under great
influence of unsocial elements from the workers’ Union, and as a Director (Finance), Shri V.M. Gokhale
had to look after the entire management of the mill. His stay at Khatau Mill was only for one year. The
affairs of the mill were managed by a ‘Managing Committee’ headed by a retired Dy. M. D. from SBI
and Shri V. M. Gokhale, Director Finance, was looking after the day-today management. Earlier there
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was a practice for many years to hold the ‘Managing Committee Meetings’ at ‘Cricket Control Board
of India’ (CCl) premises due to the fear of workers, although the Mill had their own premises to hold
these regular meetings. The heavy expenditure for conducting these meetings at CCl was adding to
the burden of the already weak financial condition of the mill as it had been running in to losses. Shri
V. M. Gokhale stopped all these wrong practices and insisted to hold the Meetings in the Mill's Premises
itself and curtail the expenses. Surprisingly no nuisance was created by the workers.

His last posting was as a Dy. General Manager, in March 1993, at Mumbai Main Branch, a very
prestigious Branch of the Bank. He continued there till his retirement in February 1997, as he was
able to manage the branch very successfully and efficiently.

While | was working in the SBIPA, for some period | was shouldering the duel responsibility as a
President of Mumbai ZSC, and Vice-President of SBIPAs’ Federation. | was rather overburdened
and hence was looking for some suitable person to take over from me as a President of Mumbai
ZSC. No sooner Shri Gokhale joined the SBIPA, | handed over to him the responsibilities in February
2002 as a President of SBI Pen. Association’s Mumbai Sub Centre. After a period of two years, he
became the President of ‘SBIPA Mumbai Circle’ on 17" July 2004. He was also one of the ‘Governing
Body’ members of the ‘Federation of SBIPAS’ for a few years.

From the year 2002 to 2016 till he retired from the SBIPA, he always used to be with me and
assisting at all times, whenever | used to visit other Circles for their Annual General Meetings. He was
of much help to me more particularly when we used to visit Corporate Office (Central Office), for
discussion of various issues with the SBI Management. | always insisted him to accompany me for
the simple reason that he was active member and had worked in the ‘SBI Officer’s Association Mumbai
Circle’ in the past. He had also worked in various higher capacities while in service as mentioned
above. His position in the Bank and vast experience in different and important capacities in the Bank
and the capacity to take decisions as well as methods of working in disposing off the matters, was
handy to me while discussing with the top functionaries of the Bank including Chairman of SBI. While
drafting letters addressed to Corporate Centre specially preparing notes and various statements, his
knowledge of English language and suggestions used to be very helpful to me.

In 2008 Federation took the decision to have “DHARNA” programme in the Bank’s premises, for
putting up our demands forcefully, as was being done by the Federations of the serving Staff. That
time, Shri V. M. Gokhale’s physical support throughout the period was very useful to me. Of course,
presumably at the instance of the Finance Ministry, Bank was required to prevent pensioners from
entering in to the Bank premises. Finally, all of us who participated in ‘Dharna’ gathered at Azad
Maidan and there the Police Inspector told me that as per their practice they were supposed to take
up the delegation with the official of the Bank Management to discuss the issue. In that delegation
Shri Gokhale was with me to assist.

At the Federation level when the work relating to filing of a writ petition in Supreme Court for 50%
pension was in progress during 2010/2011, Shri V.M. Gokhale, myself and some others were briefing
the advocates on various important aspects of the case. Thereafter, the Federation decided to go to
the Supreme Court and for that reason the draft of the ‘writ petition’/plaint was to be prepared. Shri
Gokhale, one Office Bearer each from SBIPA, Chennai and Delhi Circle and myself had explained to
the Advocate the reasons for filing the writ petition. It was necessary to make the advocate fully

B
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conversant with our case specially Banking terminology. At that time none other than Shri Gokhale
was in a better position to elaborate and convince the advocate very effectively about the grievances
of the pensioners. The ‘Final Draft’ of our plaint was forwarded to us for check-up through Chennai
Office, the then Head Quarter of Federation. This was finalized by me and Shri Gokhale. The plaint
relating to this case was appreciated by many who are well conversant with the case and they all
opined that the case will be decided positively in favour of the pensioners. So, for this the credit goes
to Shri Gokhale and Shri P. P. S. Murthy, the then General Secretary of the Federation.

During this period several meetings were held in Mumbai Circle, to explain the reasons as to why
we had decided to file a writin Supreme Court. In Mumbai a special meeting of pensioners retired as
‘Officers Scale V and above’ was arranged. In addition to me, this Special Meeting was addressed
by Sarvashri V. M. Gokhale and A. C. Varma,retired Dy. M. D. The success of these meetings and
appeals for donations, were evident from the huge donations received by our Circle, under the head
‘Legal Fund'.

In 2009 Shri Prithviraj Chavhan, was Hon’ble Minister in Prime Minister’s Office, Delhi and was
looking after the grievances of Senior Citizens. We sought an appointment with him in Delhi. However,
he suggested us to come to his residence at Karad, as we all were from Mumbai. Accordingly, Shri V.
M. Gokhale, Shri S.B. Gokhale and myself went immediately to Karad by an ordinary S.T. bus and
explained him in detail the grievances of pensioners and handed over to him a detailed memorandum
prepared for this.

At this juncture it will not be out of place to quote one incident depicting his relationship with top
brasses. Sarvashri V. M. Gokhale, R. S. Rajivdekar, J. B. Pusalkar and myself called on Shri Janaki
Ballabh (retired Chairman of SBI) at his residence on 28" October 2017, for wishing him on his 75"
birthday which fell on 24" Oct.2017. Shri Janaki Ballabh himself opened the door and welcomed all
of us by hugging Shri V. M. Gokhale. One can imagine how the relations were maintained by him with
the top brasses. While working in the SBIPA, (Mumbai Circle) as a President of the Circle, Shri
Gokhale was instrumental in taking various administrative, financial and investment decisions viz.
purchasing flat at Thane for use by Mumbai ZSC and establishing a Guest House at Panaji. In certain
difficult situations because of his firm and resolute nature, the decisions were taken which proved to
be beneficial to the Association.

| am very happy that his name was unanimously selected for conferring on him the “Late Shri L. N.
Pabalkar, Gold Medal’ for the year 2018.19. | wish him a very happy, healthy, long and contended life.

| will be failing in my duties if | do not mention the name of Shri P.A. Lopes, but for his efforts and
assistance it would have been difficult for me to complete this article.

Shri l. H. Dias, Secretary, Panaji ZSC advised that the 215t AGM of the Panaiji ZSC was held at SBILD
Panaji, on Sunday 7" April 2019. More than 240 members including Associate members and Family
pensioners were present.

Shri Suyash Asthana, DGM (B&O) SBI, ZO, Panaiji was the Chief Guest of the function. The other
