The present progress about revision of REMBS, Revision in Family Pension at industry level
w.e.f. 1-5-2005; payment of FPP/PQAw.e.f. 1.5.2005, present position of cases filed by various Circle
Associations, Family Pension Revision @ 30% etc., Modification in REMBS with domiciliary Treatment
was apprised to the members present. A session of questions & answers was also arranged during
the meetings.

5. Court Cases:

You are aware that a case has been filed by seven Pensioners in the High Court at New Delhi
against GOI/RBI/SBI. This case is being adjourned every week and not yet come-up for hearing. More
than 200 Pensioners filed cases in respect of 71" Bipartite Retirees in Chennai High Court. The case

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was decided in favour of those retirees who filed the case on 16-10-2008. But GOI has gone into
appeal. The case has not come-up on the board. Federation has also initiated/impleded in the case
filed at Nagpur/Bangalore/Kerala/Hyderabad.

6. IBlI Employees Provident Fund Forfeiture Account :

Since the Govt’s approval has not yet been received, the Bank could not issue a Circular for
payment of residual balance in the forfeiture Account.

7. Retired Employees Medical Benefit Scheme - Il :

The eligible members were requested to become members of the revised REMBS Il before
13-10-2010.

On Federation Front :

The Corporate Centre had arranged 3 Structured Meeting on 24-12-2010. The Structured
Meeting was conducted by Shri N. Raja, Dy. Managing Director & CDO. The discussions were held
on our several problems. The response from the Management was very positive. Improvement in
REMBS Il will be considered after review.

The Federation has decided to challenge in Supreme Court the Pension Fund rule No. 23 (ii) for
discrimination for universal Payment @ 50% of the last drawn average salary as 'pension’ to the
retirees. Retired Sr. Officers' Meetings were held at Mumbai, Pune and Nagpur requesting them to
contribute towards legal fund. The response in Mumbai Zone is generous.

We have arranged a Medical Camp with the assistance of Balaji Hospital Byculla on 20" October
2010 where more than 100 Pensioners took advantage of the Medical Camp.

Fortis Hospitals, Mulund, had arranged a Seminar on “Management of Spiral Problem” on 28"
December 2010.
