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Indomitable Spirit
(President APJ Abdul Kalam, Rajpal &

Sons, Price Rs. 350/- pages 254)
Review

The subject is dear to the heart of President
Abdul Kalam, being the reflection of his own life.
It brought him from the shores of Rameshwaram
from the lower middle class family where the only
important activity was dealing in sea products, to
the portals of Rashtrapati Bhavan.

His spirit was inspired by his mother, father,
Bharat Ratna M S Subbulaxmi, his teachers and
mighty souls like Professor(s), Vikram Sarabhai,
Satish Dhavan, and others.  His mother was a
woman of love, kindness and above all divine
nature. Father was engaged in small trading with
hard work and spiritual temperament with moral
values.

Sheikh Abdul Qadir Al-Gelani had a vision
to leave Afghanistan in pursuit of knowledge. His
mother also heard the divine voice and gave
permission and 40 gold coins as his share of
inheritance and stitched inside the lining of his
coat. The mother advised him to tell truth always
even at the cost of life. Abdul Qadir told the truth to
the looters on the way persisting in telling the truth
which was not believed. When the leader of the
looters found 40 coins, he was shocked and
started weeping, when Abdul Qadir informed that
he adhered to his mother's advice. The looters
repented for not obeying their parents' advice and
decided to follow Abdul Qadir as leader. This is
how the world saw a birth of a great saint.

There is no other profession in the world that
is more important to the society than that of a
teacher. The role of a teacher is more important in
early career in school. Mother, father, guru and the
God influence life in that order.

When he was in the fifth class, the best and
loved teacher at Rameshwaram  was Sri Shiv
Subramania Iyer. One day the teacher gave a
lecture on how birds fly. He explained how birds
create a 'lift' with the flapping of their wings and
use their tail to change direction while flying. When

the lecture was not understood by the students,
the teacher took them to seashore to see the
demonstration of flying birds. He explained that
the bird is powered by its own life and the
motivation of what he wants.
This helped student Abdul Kalam to decide that
his future course of study would have to be with
reference to flying and flight systems. He
subsequently got further guidance of the teacher
for choice of further course of studies and finally
opted for Aeronautical Engineering at the Madras
Institute of Technology. The bird flying and the
teacher's advice gave him a goal and a mission
for life. The second teacher to influence was
professor Satish Dhavan of Indian Institute of
Science who was well known for his aeronautical
research.

When you look at small children, they are
always smiling. The bags to carry while going to
primary school, start reducing the smile and the
process goes on to a climax when they go to
specific professional school. This is a situation we
have to overcome to retain the smile of children.
Can we make this possible?

Parents have an important role in the
education of their children and in making them
enlightened citizens. Parents have to set an
example for the child by their overall behaviour and
conduct. For parents and teachers home and
school campus must have an integrated mission.
Till the age of seventeen years, it is the mother,
father and the teacher who play a critical role.

The prime learning period for children is 5
to 7 yrs of age. The school hours for children are
the most productive time for learning and this
needs the best environment.  The Greek teacher
Bestolozzy said, "Give me a child for seven years,
afterwards let the God or devil take the child, they
cannot change the child".
The Turkish Sufi Poet, Rumi, wrote: -

Angel is free because of his knowledge,
The beast because of his ignorance,
Between the two remains son of man to

struggle.
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This is the mission of human life & science
is the best boon God has bestowed upon mankind.
Science with reasoning becomes the capital of
the Society. In whatever field we work, we have to
remain in the service of the common man whose
well being is central to all human knowledge and
endeavor.

We have come a long way since our
independence, from being mere buyers of
technology to making science and technology an
important contributor to national development and
societal transformation. Technology has various
dimensions. One leads to economic prosperity
and another creates the capability for national
security.
In 1893, Swami Vivekananda and Jamsetji Tata
were traveling in a ship sailing from Japan to the
USA. Jamsetji wanted to bring from the US Steel
technology after it was denied to him in England
and was ridiculed. The Swami said that Steel
technology has two components - one, steel
science and the other manufacturing technology.

Jamsetji brought the technology from the US
and successfully set up Tata Iron & Steel Company.
Subsequently, in consultation with Swami
Vivekananda he set up Indian Institute of Science
in 1909. It is a world class institute in areas such
as physics, aerospace technology, knowledge
products, bio-science and bio-technology.
Religions are enchanting islands, veritable oases
for the soul and the spirit.

Dr. Homi Bhabha and professor Vikram
Sarabhai after visiting number of places finally
selected Thumba in Kerala as a site for space
research centre. But, it was difficult to get a place
to house the proposed research centre. Thumba
had a beautiful ancient church and a Bishop's
house. When contacted the Bishop invited
Professor Sarabhai to a Sunday service. The
Bishop told the congregation, "Science seeks truth
by reasoning. In one way science and spiritualism
seek the same divine blessings for doing good
for the people. My children, can we give the God's
abode for a Scientific Mission?" There was a
chorus of 'Amen' from the congregation and the
whole church reverberated. President Kalam saw

in this event, how enlightened spiritual and
scientific leaders all converge towards giving
reverence to the human life.

When a girl wanted to know the difference
between Dr. Kalam as a President and as a
"Missile Man", President Kalam replied that while
the 'Missile Man' was concerned with giving the
nation strength and security, the President is
concerned that billion people should have smiles
on their faces.

Discipline, determination and dedication
lead to success. Thiruvalluvar expressed it
beautifully; "success and wealth will seek out their
way and reach the person who has an inflexible
will and systemic diligence. Good fortune will
search out the man who has an indomitable spirit
as well as an unremitting zeal'.

Dr. Kalam interacted with thousands of
school children as President. The cross-section
of people of this young age group has an inspired
mind to make the nation great. Creating a powerful
vision for the nation will bring the force and energy
of the young into action.

Every organization has to be made aware
that there is no difference between men and
women. Women are equal partners in National
development.

After the demise of Dr. Vikram Sarabhai,
founder of ISRO, there was a near crisis situation
in creating a management system for the space
programme. Professor Kamal Choudhury, a
renowned management expert from IIM,
Ahmedabad, was entrusted with reorganization of
ISRO in the changed environment to achieve the
mission. Her recommendations after indepth study
had two important aspects; empowering the
scientists and creating people-centric mission,
taking into account the organisation's vision and
people's dreams and aspirations. The result was
ISRO was electrified to achieve major mile stones
and to become a very successful organization.

The national innovative capacity is a
country's critical potential to reinforce both its
political and economic entity. Innovation needs
courage to think differently, to invent, to discover
impossible and to combat the problems and
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succeed.
In the 21st century, a new society is

emerging where knowledge is the primary
production resource instead of capital and labour.
Knowledge society has two very important
components - societal transformation and wealth
generation. There is a great wealth of knowledge
in villages which is to be found in their history, folk
songs, cultural traditions and arts, traditional
medicine and marketing information. This has to
be put on web and invite experts for free and fair
commentary. Blended knowledge is better
knowledge.

India is now in the process of creating virtual
universities and institutions for knowledge sharing.
There is a need to develop National Health Grid,
e-Governance Grid and Rural Grid.

There is a mindset among many of us that
'we can not do it'.  But those working in the mission-
mode projects who decided to achieve certain
goals with clear targets, have always achieved
them. Our sweat will transform developing India
into a developed India. Now we should not allow
any religion or any individual fanaticism to
endanger our nation. Any country is as good as
its citizens, their ethos, their values and their
character will be reflected in the country's make
up. A vast pool of human resources with a large
proportion of a young population is a unique
strength of our nation.

Competitive developed India will emerge
when divide of rural and urban India is reduced to
a thin line, when poverty is totally alleviated and
when illiteracy and crime against women are totally
eradicated, when the nation becomes one of the
best places to live on earth and brings smile to a
billion plus people.

All of us have to work hard and do everything
possible to make our behaviour civilized to protect
the rights of every individual. Every human being
on this planet has a right to live with dignity; has a
right to aspire for distinction.

Leaders are creators of new organizations
of excellence. Quality leaders are like magnets

who attract the best people to build a team for an
organization, and provide inspiring leadership
even during times of failure. A leader gives the
credit for success to those who worked for it and
absorbs the failures - when a leader empowers
the people, such leaders are created who can
change the course of the nation itself.

President Kalam visited South Africa and got
down at Pietermatrizburg station and saw the
plaque in whose vicinity Mahatma Gandhi was
thrown out of first class compartment because a
white passenger objected to his being in the
compartment. The plaque has an inscription; "In
the vicinity of this plaque MK Gandhi was evicted
from a first class compartment on the night of 7
June 1893……………..His active non-violence
started from that day."

When President Kalam met Dr. Nelson
Mandela in the latter's house, he saw three
dimensional form radiating with cheerfulness.
When Dr. Mandela became the first President of
independent South Africa, he accepted as equal
citizens people who ill-treated him, practiced
apartheid and put him in jail for twenty six years in
a tiny room, where sleep and all other human needs
had to be fulfilled.

Indomitable spirit has two components. The
first, there must be a vision and the second, ability
to overcome all hurdles. The poet Saint
Thiruvalluvar said 2200  years go " that whatever
may be the depth of the river or lake or pond,
whatever may be the condition of the water, the lily
flower always comes out and bloom". And  'that
successful leader can never be defeated by
problems". Perception of disability lies in the mind.
Sir C V Raman, the Noble laurite Scientist of India,
in 1969, at the age of 82, was addressing a
gathering; I would like to tell the young men and
women before me not to lose hope and courage
what is needed in India to day is the distruction of
that defeatist spirit".

The book is an excellent possession to read
and reread and kindle the indomitable spirit.
