CHANGE OF TAX RATES IN PREMIUM DUE TO INTRODUCTION OF GOODS
& SERVICES TAX (GST) FROM 1ST JULY 2017

Please refer to Corporate Centre eCircular No. CDO/P&HRDPPFG/82/201617 dated 06.01.2017
advising renewal of the Family Floater Group Mediclaim Policy (Policy ‘B’) w.e.f. 16.01.2017 for a
further period of one year.

2. Presently, Service Tax on the premium on plan opted by the retiree is levied @ 15% which includes
Service Tax (14%), Swachh Bharat Cess (0.50%) and Kisan Kalyan Cess (0.50%). In this connection,
as per the advices received from United India Insurance Co., the Goods & Services Tax (GST) will be
applicable on all General Insurance Policies @ 18% w.e.f. 1st July, 2017 in place of the present tax
structure. Accordingly, change in tax rates will also be applicable in our Group Mediclaim Policies
(PolicyA & PolicyB). In this connection, we have made arrangements to bring about such changes in
the software of Mediclaim to take effect from 1st July, 2017. All enroliments from 1st July, 2017 will
attract GST @ 18%. We give below plan wise existing and proposed tax rates for Policy ‘B’ :

Submission of Medical Bills to TPA - Documentation compliance
Members are requested to ensure the compliance of the following requirements while submitting

the medical bills for early successful process by the TPA.
Hospital Reimbursement Claims :

Duly filled claim form withhospital attestation and Treating Doctor's seal with his/her registration
number.

Original 'Discharge/Death Summary' whichever is applicable mentioning the dignosis and
procedures done on hospital letter head.

Preauthorization confirmation copy.

Original Investigation Reports on hospital letter head. If the investigations are done elsewhere,
then the respective original bill to be enclosed.

Original Bill with itemized break up.

Original Pharmacy bill with date-wise detailed break up of medicines consumed on hospital
letter head.

In case of accidents (domestic/RTA) MLC formalities copy, in case an FIR is filed then, the copy
of FIR copy with writers attestation.

Indoor case papers (Case to Case) if the discharge summary isn't able to provide the complete
picture of diagnosis and procedure.

Detailed Operation Theater Notes copy with hospital's attestation (in case of surgical procedures)
case to case.

Nursing notes to examine if the drugs billed in the pharmacy head is actually administered or not.

Treating Doctor's Certificate confirming the etiology of injury, disease, or ailment (to check if the
injury, disease, or ailmentis due to alcohol, or substance abuse) if the discharge summary and
TDC is not justified, then, Indoor case sheet can be requested and subsequently verified.

If the duration of hospital stay is longer than usual, then, a Treating Doctor's Certificate to ascertain
the actual cause. For instance, for LSCS, the normal stay in the hospital would be no more than
5 days. If no substantial complication symptoms are found in the discharge summary, the
gynecologist would normally discharge the patient well within 5 days. In case of normal delivery,
itis 3 days.

Sticker / invoice copy for all medical implants.

A X-ray film, or MRI film to check if the fixation of implants is actually implanted during the procedure.
In case of CATARACT, "A" scan report with film to check for the IOL.

Treating Doctor's Certificate confirming the time of admission and discharge for admissions
less than 24 hrs (not required if the admission is for daycare procedures).

Member Claim :

a) Duly filled and signed claim form

b) TPAID card, if available

c) Cancelled Cheque for NEFT

d) Discharge/Death Summary

e) In case of LAMA or if the patient is shifted to other hospital, a interim Discharge summary to

be provided by the first hospital.
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In case of second hospitalization, all the above and below formalities to be complied
a) Original Bill with itemized break up.
b) Original cash paid receipts for all the payments made to the hospital.

c) Oiriginal Investigation Reports on hospital letter head with respective original bills. If the
investigations are done elsewhere, then the respective original bill to be enclosed.

d) Original Pharmacy bill with date-wise detailed break up of medicines consumed on hospital
letter head.

* Ifthe hospital is located in a remote place, "C" class city/town, or not listed in the TPA's

panel hospital, then hospital profile and a copy of registration with attestation to be enclosed.

* Operation Theater Consumables break up to be sought if the same is not provided in the
final bill.

* Nursing charges to be sought if it is not mentioned in the final bill.

* Progress notes can be sought case to case basis, wherever required.

* Incase of Tuberculosis, urinary sepsis, and UTI HIV/HBSAG reports are must. This is to
obtain if the ailment is due to cause of Human Immuno virus or HBSAG virus. ELISA test is
the most effective investigative method to dignose this. If not HIV, the ailments may occur due
to STD (Sexually Transmitted Disease).

*

In case of Liver Sepsis, Liver Cirrhosis, Pancreatitis, and acute renal infection TDC for acute
alcoholism to be sought. Not all, but most of the renal complications are due to acute
alcoholism.

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MEDICLAIM
New Guidelines of Health Insurance Claims - Rules and Guidlines

IRDA came out with *Health Insurance Regulations, 2016* for the entire medical insurance
(Mediclaim) industry. These regulations should benefit over 20 crore citizens, who own a medical
insurance (private and state) policy in India. Main features of the Health Insurance Regulations (HIR),
2016.

Related to Claims :

® TPAIs not permitted to settle/ reject/ repudiate claims, as per Sec 33(c) of HIR 2016

® The claims settlement (rejection) letter should mention the specific *grounds for denial/ rejection
of claim*, as per Sec 33(d)(iv) of HIR 2016

® Consumer will get interest of 2% over the prevailing bank rates, on claims payment delayed
beyond 30 days and will have to be mentioned in the policy document, as per Sec 28(iv) of HIR
2016

® The claims payment will be made from the Insurer's bank account andnot the TPA's, as per Sec
32 of HIR 2016 Earlier claim cheques were issued to the customer by the TPA (Third party
Administrator), but now the insurance company would have to write a claim cheque or ECS directly

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to the customer. This would eliminate the float that some of the TPAs were enjoying. Also, there
was never any public audit of the claims funds sanctioned by the Insurance company v/s actual
amount disbursed by the TPA.

® TPAhas to electronically transfer the claims document to Insurer for a decision as per Sec 35(a)
of HIR 2016

® The TPAwill ask for claims related papers in one time only, and not in a piece meal manner as per
Sec 27(ii) of HIR 2016.

® Non-allopathic (AYUSH) treatments may be covered, as per Sec 18 of HIR 2016.

® Fees to the TPA shall not be related to reduction of claims costs as per Sec 20(6) of Health
Services Regulations for TPA, 2016.

® Discounts offered by hospitals have to passed on to the policyholders, as per Sec 20(9) of Health
Services Regulations for TPA, 2016.

® Change of TPAwill be intimated to the consumer in writing 30 days before hand as per Sec 34(a)
of HIR 2016.

Related to Policy Document :

® Premium for individual policies cannot be increased at renewals in an arbitrary way, especially
after a claim is made, as per Sec 25(i) of HIR 2016.

There will be no change in premiums in individual policies for 3 years after initial offering, as per
Sec 10(c) of HIR 2016.

Cannot force consumer to shift to other product as per Sec 11(c) of HIR 2016.

All policies will be ordinarily renewable as per Sec 13 of HIR 2016.
Customer Information Sheet must be part of the policy document, as per sec 26 of HIR, 2016

*ID card to have logo of Insurance company (not of TPA)* and the card may be permanent, as per
Sec 30(f) of HIR 2016.

Policy is portable from one Insurer to another, 45 days prior to maturity of policy (including cumulative
bonus would also be portable), as per Schedule |, Sec(1) & (18) of HIR 2016.

® FreeOlook period is 15 days as per Sec 14 of HIR 2016.

Cumulative bonus amount to be clearly mentioned in the policy, as per Sec 16(i) of HIR 2016.

® All disclosures as per the new regulations have to be included in the policy document, as per sec
28 of HIR, 2016

® For multiple policies, claims under other policy can be made after exhaustion of Sum Insured in
the earlier policy, as per Sec 24 (ii)2 of HIR 2016. The option to chose will remain with the insured

Related to Senior citizens :

® Entry age is *up to 65 years* and there will not be any exit date for a policy as per Sec 12 of HIR
2016.

® Premiums shall be fair, justified, transparent and duly disclosed upfront, as per Sec 23(i) of HIR
2016.

® Separate claims & grievance cell, as per Sec 23(ii) of HIR 2016.

Other regulations :

® \Vithdrawal of a product needs prior IRDA approval and at least 3 months notice, as per Sec 5(ii)
of HIR 2016.

® Group Insurance cannot be offered to groups specifically formed to avail insurance, as per Sec

7(a) of HIR 2016.

® Pre-insurance check-up costincluded in premium as per Sec 15(i) of HIR 2016.
Important precautions to be taken in case of claims :

® Best option for the consumer is to obtain Cashless facility i.e. the Insurance company pays the
bills directly to the hospital. But the hospital must be part of their preferred network (PPN), which
list should be available on the insurance company website.

® |f you wish to take treatment in a hospital, which is not on the PPN cashless list, then make sure
you intimate the Insurance company/ TPA within 24 hours of admission in any hospital.

® In case of a pre-planned surgery, it is better to inform the Insurance company/ TPA much earlier.

® As per IRDA's guidelines to the Insurance companies, *the consumer cannot be forced to sign
the discharge or Settlement Intimation voucher*. Signing the discharge voucher does not mean
that the Insurer's liability is over.

Disputes resolution, especially Claims processing :

For claims-related complaints, consumers can write to the Grievance cell of the Insurance company.
As per IRDA guidelines, grievances must be acknowledged by the Insurance company in 3 working
days and it must be *resolved in 15 working days*. If there is no response to the letter, you can file a
Right to Information (RTI) application with the Grievance Officer.

The *IRDA Call Centre (toll-free at 155255%) also offers an alternative channel for policyholders,
serving from 8 AM to 8 PM, Monday to Saturday in Hindi, English and various Indian languages.

You can also write to "complaints@irda.gov.in" or online or through post at :

For still unresolved disputes of less than Rs.20 lakhs pertaining to claims settlement or regarding
premiums paid/ payable and non-issue of insurance documents, the Insurance Ombudsman can be
approached. The written complaint with the relevant claim papers can be sent by the customer himself
(no lawyer is required), within 1 year of dispute. After registering with the Ombudsman office, attach
this application document.

Other General Guidelines :
® Generally Family floater policy is cheaper than buying individual policies for family members.

® Generally bed charges are 1-2% of the sum assured, depending on your Insurance carrier. All

3}
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other charges like doctor visit etc. are often related to this bed charge, so it is important to be
within these limits.

® Co-Pay means that a certain percentage or a certain fixed amount of the claim has to be borne by
the policy holder. If co-pay is 15%, then whatever is the hospital bill, you will have to pay the 15%
and balance 85% only will be paid by the Insurance company.

® Generally *exclusions and pre-existing diseases* are not covered by a medical insurance policy
(as specified in their policy document). Generally, these *could be covered after 2 years of holding
the policy*. Consumer must be honest in disclosing pre-existing ailments, if any.

® Policy can be *renewed within 15 days grace period* after expiry of the policy. However, coverage
is not available for the days for which the premium was not received by the Insurance company.

® One can transfer the policy from one Insurance company to another and the credits (including
cumulative bonus) would also be portable.

® New policy should be issued within 15 days of submission of proposal.

® To keep a check that people don't try to take a policy where they have diagnosed with some
illness and they require immediate hospitalization, a *30 day waiting period* is kept, where
InsuranceCompany will not pay any kind of claim within the first 30 days of taking the new policy,
(*exception is that if policyholder meets with an accident® then the claim is payable).

® Under Section 80D, annual deductions upto Rs.25,000/- can be availed of (Rs.30,000 for senior
citizens)
