FAMILY FLOATER GROUP MEDICLAIM POLICY (POLICY – ‘A’)

FOR MEDICAL BENEFITS TO MEMBERS OF SBIREMBS

RENEWAL OF POLICY WITH EFFECT FROM 01.06.2017

Please refer to our e-circularNo. CDO/P&HRDPPFG/78/201617dated 28th December, 2015

through which introduction of Group Mediclaim Policy for SBI retirees (Policy A)was advised. Policy‘A’

was launched on 01.06.2016 and is due for renewal on 01.06.2017.

2. With a view to managing the claims and rationalizing the claim ratio in future, following modifications

have been made in the policy without significantly affecting the benefits under the scheme.

(i) Reduction in Domiciliary reimbursement from 25% to 15% -It has been decided to keep the

domiciliary reimbursement at 15% of sum insured across all plans.

(ii) Reduction in Room Rent for hospitalization across all plans based on categorization of centres -

in respect of hospitalization expenses, it is observed that the cost of medical treatment is higher at

metros and bigger cities and comparatively lower at smaller centres.To obviate the possibility of

hospital over charging, centres have been classified into three segments, i.e. Tier I city, Tier –II city

and Other Centres (Tier – III) and the ceiling for maximum room rents have been fixed at 80%, 70%

and 60% of existing ceiling respectively. The details are given in  Annexure – I.

(iii) Rationalization of hospital expenses for common ailments /Procedures -the maximum ceiling for

treatment of some of the common ailments / procedures, which account for major portion of the total

claims, have been fixed on the basis of available rates in the hospitals at different centres.

A summary of the modifications and categorization of centres is placed at Annexure – I. All other

terms of policy and instructions relating to the scheme will remain the same.

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3. Other Instructions

i. The policy will continue to be available to the existing members enrolled in the policy who were

earlier members of SBIREMBS,their spouses and disabled child / children if any, except those who

have exhausted their entitled limit or their residual medical benefit limit have fallen below Rs.1.00 Lac

during the policy period 01.06.2016 to 31.05.2017.

ii. The annual insurance premium will be paid by the SBIREMBS Trust in advance to the insurance

company to cover all the eligible members.However, after such payment, if it is found that some

members have expired or they have already exhausted their REMBS limit or their residual medical

benefit limit has fallen below Rs. 1.00 lac, names of such members will be deleted and full premium

amount will be refunded by the Insurance Company in such cases.

iii. As per the schemes, members of SBIREMBS who have exhausted their entitled limit as

prescribed in the plan will have option to join the separate Group Mediclaim Policy for retirees of SBI.

Willing SBIREMBS members may also concurrently join Policy ‘B’ meant for new retirees / non

members even if they have unutilized limit in the respective plan of SBIREMBS.

iv. Members whose residual medical benefit limit have fallen below Rs.1.00Lac during the policy

period 01.06.2016 to 31.05.2017 will continue to avail benefits upto their residual balances as per

the provisions in the REMB Scheme from the concerned Zonal Offices where these are previously

maintained till the balance is fully utilized.

4. Please bring the contents of the circular to the knowledge of all concerned. Please also issue

necessary instructions to all branches and offices under your administrative control to prominently

display notice in this regard on the branch / office notice board along with the modifications in the

Scheme for information of the pensioners. Additionally, arrange to disseminate the contents of the

Circular through the office bearers of Circle Pensioners’ Association so that all the existing members

and eligible retirees are made aware of the modifications.

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Developments about the payment of arrears

to the  5th, 6th,and 7thBPS Pensioners

Referring to the matter of payment of arrears to the 5th, 6thand 7th BPS pensioners we have to advise

that for this proposal, the approval of RBI has been received whereas the approval of the ECCB of the

Bank  is yet to be received. Thereafter, the proposal will be sent to the GOI, for Gazette notification, for

which minimum 45 days would require. So, by end of July 2017 the payment could be effected as the

Bank would have to pay arrears to 40,000 pensioners and the amount involved is approximately

Rs.1250 Crores. For calculations, a number of things are required as a number of intricacies are

involved in the calculations. However, the Members are requested to keep the following papers/

information ready as these may be required and asked for by the Bank:

i) Pension Payment Advice with last drawn salary for last 12 months.

ii) Number of years of service, dates of confirmation, retirement and date of death in case of deceased

pensioners.

iii) Extraordinary Leave on a/c of loss of pay, for deduction from the pension.

iv) Particulars of amount of commutation and recovery thereof for 15 years or so.

v) In case of death, the arrears would be paid to the legal heirs.

For 7th BPS, PQA and FPA are applicable and the arrears would be around Rs.1000/- P.M. So,

probably by end of July 2017 the arrears could be paid by the Bank, subject to approval of the concerned

authorities within the anticipated period.

However, the Members are requested not to do any correspondence with the Association as individually

it will not be possible to deal with each and every case which please note.

contents of which are self-explicit)

Sub: Bank Retirees Issues.

We are happy to note that the negotiations on ensuing wage Revision have commenced on

2.5.2017. We hope that with the vibrant leadership of UFBU constituents, the talks will be taken to its

logical conclusions getting a fair and decent wage revision for Bank Officers and Employees. As you

are aware the following issues pertaining to the Bank Retirees have been pending for a long time:

1. Extension of Uniform DA to Pre-2002 Bank Retirees.

2. Improvement in Family Pension.

3. Updation of Pension.

4. Medical Insurance Premium to be borne by the Banks as a welfare measure.

You will appreciate that these issues of Bank Retirees were the subject matter of ,Negotiations

even during the last salary revision. IBA agreed to sign ‘A Record Note’ covering the issues of Retirees

with a solemn assurance for resolving the issues in due course.The Bank Retirees are worried as all

the above issues still remain unresolved. Now that the Next Wage Revision has commenced we hope

that the residual issues of the Retirees will get priority and settled immediately. We therefore request

you to take up these issues on priority and on an urgent basis with IBA and ensure early resolution of

the same more so when the majority of the Retirees are in the evening of their life.

We also wish to mention that we have been following up these issues with the Government and

IBA with our limited resources. But we consider UFBU as an effective forum to negotiate all the issues

concerning the Bank Retirees and UFBU will succeed in clinching the resolution of the issues. We

had occasion to meet the IBA and Officials in the Ministry in the recent times to explain the pending

issues in detail. We have also been representing to IBA, Government and various constituents of

UFBU through our letters, mail/Discussions. In our recent communication to the Ministry we had

explained about the pending issues including the concept of affordability and cost factor as under:

1. In the first place Pension in the Banking Industry is not given out of Profit as wrongly being claimed

by the IBA.

2. In Banks, Pension is given under the Defined Benefit Pension Scheme and is given as a deferred

wage.

3. Pension is given in lieu of the CPF surrendered by the Bank employees and Officers once they

opted for Pension.

4. Pension fund is originally created out of the CPF so surrendered.

5. The Pension Fund gets accruals every year by way of interest earned on the fund and Investments

made out of the Fund.

6. Presently the Pension Fund of all the Banks including State Bank of India put together easily

exceeds more than Rs.2,50,000/- crores approx. as on March, 2016 and the amount would be

higher as on March, 2017.
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7. The Pension Scheme in the Banks is a close ended scheme because it is available to only those

who are recruited before April, 2010.

8. In fact there was literally no recruitment in the Banking Industry from 1985 almost up to the year

1999 and those who are recruited after the year 1999 would be Retiring after another 17-18

years.

9. So, naturally the average age of present Retirees is above 70 years and quite a good number of

them are at very advanced age of more than 85 years where as the Pension Corpus is very huge

which will continue to remain huge even after almost all the Retirees cease to exist.

10. So far, as the Family Pensioners are concerned, their case is simply pathetic as many of them

are spouses of deceased Bank Employees (mostly women) with a meagre Pension ranging

from Rs4,000/- to Rs14,000/- including DA.

11.  All the above Pending issues when considered will not affect the Banks even a bit as the entire

amount will be paid out of the Pension Fund already available and the Fund will sustain even for

all future commitments.

12. Any provision to be made under “AS 15 (Revised)’ is only a one time dispensation for future

contingencies which are very remote going by the presence of the strong Pension Corpus. Such

provisions have to be necessarily made before arriving at the Profit as Payment of Pension is a

Revenue Expenditure.

13. All the Banks are making huge Operating Profits which is a clear proof of the efficiency and

effectiveness of the Employees and Officers of the Banks both Past & Present.

14. Uniform DA to Pre-2002 Retirees will remove the discrimination they are suffering from and will

give some relief to them from the vagaries of the Price Rise.

15. As regards Medical Insurance Scheme, the minimum expectation of Bank Retirees is that the

Banks should bear the premium cost as is being done in the case of serving Employees and

Officers.

16. The Bank Retirees have immensely contributed to the overall growth of the economy of the Nation

especially after the Nationalisation of the Banks and carried out all the Programmes and Policies

of the Government very successfully more recently Jan Dhan Yojna, Mudra Loans, Demonetisation

etc.

We wish to point out that the issues relating to cost of updation of Pension and their affordability

are nonissues from the Employees and Officer’s point of view as it is obligatory on the part of the

Banks to make adequate provision to ensure that all the benefits under Pension Scheme are met out

of the Pension Fund. Bank Employees Pension Regulation has very clearly spelt out about the

constitution of the Pension Fund and payment of Pension thereof with Updation. The Regulations

have laid down clearly about the contribution to the fund and it is nowhere provided that employees

and officers have to make any contribution to the fund except surrender of CPF along with the interest

accrued thereon.

The contentions of IBA and Government about affordability and Profitability constraint are beyond

the scope of Pension Regulation. It is once again clarified that contributions to the Pension Fund by

the Banks are in the nature of Revenue Expenditure and do not form part of Profit & Loss Appropriation

Account as such contributions are made before arriving at the Profit.
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You have been very kind and supportive to the issues of Retirees. We know that the above inputs

may be already available with you. We earnestly request you to resolve the above long pending issues

at the earliest and give relief to the ageing Senior Citizens of the Banking Industry which will bring lot

of solace and dignity to the Bank Retirees and their families in the evening of their life.

Dear Comrades

CBPRO Meeting on 23rd May, 2017 at Kolkata

We are happy to report about the proceedings of the CBPRO meeting presided over by Shri   R. N.

Banerjee, Chairman CBPRO and President, Federation of SBIPAs.

The meeting was attended by the Joint Conveners and Shri Deepakumar Basu, Secretary,

Federation of SBI Pensioners’ Associations, Shri S. Sarkar, General Secretary, AIBPARC, Shri  H. S.

Banerjee, Shri S. Saha, Shri S. Roy Biswas of RBONC and Shri S.V. Chaudhury, Shri A. N. Madhusudan

and Shri A.G. Ghatte of FORBE.   Shri R.K. Acharya of AIRBEA could not attend the meeting as his

father was hospitalized.  However, he sent a message by mail reassuring and endorsing the decisions

that would be taken in the meeting.

The Chairman Shri R.N. Banerjee in his introductory remarks observed that the time is difficult for

the Retirees. All out efforts have been employed in all fronts but results are not forthcoming. He praised

the functioning of CBPRO and asked to carry on organizational activities with more zeal.

Shri K.V. Acharya observed that there is a possibility of having dialogue with Union Finance

Minister on 2nd June, 2017.  Within a very few days, leaders of AIBPARC will have separate sittings

with Shri D.T. Franco, General Secretary AIBOC and Shri C. H. Venkatachalam, General Secretary

AIBEA. He also informed that he had dialogue with Shri Y. Sudarshan, Chairman AIBOC   on the issue

of Retirees.

Shri A.  Ramesh Babu, Joint Convener, CBPRO placed a written report on the functioning of

CBPRO in between the last meeting and the present one.  He explained in brief the efforts made by

Sri K. V. Acharya one of the Joint Conveners stationed in Delhi,  for taking initiative  to meet many

functionaries at the Banking  Department & Ministry of Finance.

The agenda for discussion was placed before the members.  All the constituents of CBPRO

participated in the deliberations.

i) The 1st item of discussion was Charter of Demands:

AIBPARC handed over the draft copy of its Charter of Demands to all the Constituents.  After

discussion, it was agreed that all the Constituents of CBPRO would go through it and make their

suggestions on inclusion/amendment/deletion and forward the same to the conveners of CBPRO

before 15th of June  2017 positively.
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ii)   Activities of CBPRO and strategy to be taken in future:

After hearing the representatives of all the Constituents, it was decided that CBPRO  would  meet

formally with UFBU and request them to give top priority to our issues.  At the same time, we shall

carry on our efforts to maintain liaison with IBA, bureaucracy and political leadership to see that our

issues are looked into.

iii) Mail dated 02.04.2017 sent by Shri S.C. Jain, General Secretary AIBRF to the Joint

Conveners placed for discussion before the CBPRO Constituents.

There was an in-depth discussion on the subject.  It was unanimously agreed as under:

“All of us have assembled here with the sole purpose of doing something good for the retirees.
We discuss our problems across the table and come to unanimous conclusions and decisions.  None

of us joined CBPRO with any prior conditions.  As such the suggestions of AIBRF to change the name
of CBPRO to UFBRO and also change the setup and structure of CBPRO are not in line with the spirit
of the coordination. However, the constituents would be happy to welcome AIBRF to CBPRO without

any condition”.

The CBPRO also would be happy to have coordinated action program with AIBRF mutually.  The
Joint Conveners were directed to send the CBPRO response to AIBRF’s letter assuring them of our

willingness to have coordinated and consulted actions and efforts to achieve and meet the expectations
and aspirations of Bank Pensioners and Retiree.

The meeting ended with vote of thanks by Shri S. Sarkar, who expressed confidence of CBPRO

achieving success by finding out proper resolutions to the long pending issues of Bank Pensioners
and Retirees.

After the meeting of CBPRO the Joint conveners sent a response to Shri S.C. Jain, General
Secretary AIBRF on 30.05.2017 as per the directions of the Constituents of the CBPRO.

Shri K.V. Acharya, Joint Convener also met Shri D.T. Franco, General Secretary AIBOC and Shri
C H Venkatachalam, General Secretary AIBEA with the other leaders from Chennai requesting them
to take up the issues of Bank Pensioners and Retirees with IBA and other concerned Authorities.  We
