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THREE  DECADES
Federation of S.B.I Pensioners' Associations

Background and Formation
Pensioners of  i) Presidency Banks, ii) Imperial Bank of India and iii) State Bank of India were

receiving meagre pension for several years. They were not getting index linked Dearness Relief.
Family Pension Scheme was not in existence. Management of the Bank never bothered to hear their
grievances.

Shri.M.M.Budhraja, Mumbai, since 1967, use to write several letters to Bank for solving the
grievances of his colleagues. But he never received any reply nor the grievances attended by the
Bank. Therefore in 1972 an idea of forming an Association was first mooted out by Shri.Budhraja
supported by his friends i.e. Shri.K.G.Rane and Shri. Tendulkar. Officers' Association (Mumbai Circle)
provided to Shri.Budhraja a table and a chair etc. in their office. That time our Bank's Chairman was
from Bank's cadre, hence Shri.Budhraja thought that he (i.e.- Chairman) will listen to the grievances of
the Bank's Pensioners more sympathetically. He, therefore, asked for an appointment with the Chairman
on several occasions. However, he was disappointed. Then one day he directly went to Central office
(on 2nd floor of old building on Bank Street, Mumbai) and entered the cabin of the Chairman and gave
him a letter stating therein the plight of the Bank's pensioners. However, he did not receive any reply.
Thereafter due to illness and for want of active support from his colleague pensioners, the Association
was short lived.

In 1973 similar efforts were made in Ahmedabad, by Sarvashri C.B.Bankley and V.D.Mehta. I
understand that, that Association was also short lived.

Shri.R.M. Bajwala and Shri.R.Y.Kane, Pensioners from Pune, decided to form the Association.
They discussed the idea with other pensioners, i.e. Sarvashri L.N.Pabalkar, C.S.Mehendale, G.G.
Vaze and others, who were interested in forming an Association. Finally, an informal Meeting of
pensioners was called on the 17th February 1974. This Meeting was attended by 21 pensioners.
Subsequently, on the 19th September 1974, a draft of the constitution prepared on the lines of the
constitution of Ahmedabad unit, with suitable changes,was adopted.However, that time it was a non-
registered body. In that Meeting following Office-Bearers were elected :-

Shri L.N.Pabalkar - President
Shri C.S.Mehendale - Vice-President
Shri R.M.Bajwala - Secretary
Shri R.Y.Kane - Jt. Secretary
Shri G.G. Vaze - Treasurer

This is how the Mumbai Circle Association was established on 19-09-1974 and this is the first
State Bank Pensioners' Association in India, which is in force.

Mumbai Circle Association struggled for solving following issues :-
a) The Association requested the Bank to pay Gratuity as per 'Payment of Gratuity Act 1972', which

came into force on the 16th September 1972. The Bank, however, wanted an exemption from the
provisions of the Act, but the Govt. did not approve the Bank's  proposal. Inspite of this, Bank was
not willing to pay the Gratuity. However, the Association indicated that now the issue will be taken
up in the Court. In view of this in 1977 the Bank agreed to pay the amount of Gratuity. However, the
implementation was delayed. After receipt of Gratuity amount, the Association claimed compound
interest @ 9% p.a. Bank did not agree to this demand of the Association. In view of the above,
cases were filed in Bombay and Nagpur Bench of High Court by individual pensioners supported
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by the Association. Therefore, the Bank as a compromise agreed for payment at compound interest
@ 9% p.a.

b) Refund of contribution of Pension Fund recovered only from officers during 1-07-1955 to 31-03-
1968. For this, Association was required to file a Writ in Bombay High Court which was decided
on 19-07-1983 in favour of the Association.

c) Bank paid the pension fund contribution as stated above with interest @ 5% p.a. Association
requested for interest @ 9% p.a. However the Bank declined. Again the Association filed  the Writ
in Bombay High Court and the verdict was in favour of the Association. (For detailed information
please refer "Samvad" for Sept. 2013)

The above achievements of the Mumbai Circle  Association gave a loud message to all
pensioners of the Bank in the county that there is an organization which was taking care of pensioners
grievances.

Formation of Federation on 23-09-1984
The idea of forming a Federation of the existing Associations was of Sarvashri L.N.Pabalkar,

P.P.Erande, and M.L.Kolhekar. A decision was mooted firstly in the General Body Meeting of Indore
Unit (i.e.- M.P. Association) held on the 18th August 1983. In this meeting the work of preparing draft
constitution of the proposed Federation was entrusted to Shri M.L.Kolhekar.

For the above work a special Meeting was arranged at Pune in February 1984. The Meeting
was held at the residence of Late Shri.L.N.Pabalkar which was attended by Sarvashri M.L.Kolhekar,
(Indore), N.R.Rao, (Hyderabad), N.D.Ranganathan, (Chennai), & A.K.Halder, (Kolkata).

Delhi Circle Association agreed to host the function of inauguration of the Federation. It was
decided to hold the function on 23-09-1984. Inauguration was done by Shri B. Bhattacharyya, Chief
General Manager, Delhi Circle.

Delegates from Ahmedabad, Pune, Hyderabad, Chennai, Kolkata, Indore, Varanasi, Lucknow,
and Chandigarh Associations attended the Meeting. Notable personalities of the Bank viz. Shri S.P.Puri
(Ex.M.D), H.C.Sarkar (Ex.MD & Chairman, Bank of India), R.L.Magon (Ex-Secretary & Treasurer),
M.D. Dalal (Ex-S&T and Ex-Chairman, Hindustan Commercial Bank) took part in the deliberations.
Shri.S.D.Varma (Ex-S & T) (Ex-Chairman, Allahabad Bank), President of Delhi Association presided
over the function.

Shri S.D.Varma, President of the host Association received and garlanded all the dignitaries
and had his welcome address.

Shri Bhattacharyya in his address assured that he would strive his best to do whatever is
possible at a time when he is in the position. He further added "although I am in the active service of
the Bank at the moment, I too will be joining the ranks of the pensioners in course of time".

After departure of the Chief Guest the business session started.
The draft of the constitution prepared by Indore Unit and approved by all other units was discussed

and with certain amendments unanimously approved. Thereafter, following office bearers of the
Federation were elected unanimously :-

Shri K. Natarajan Vice-President, Pune for Western Zone
Shri P. S. Santhanakrishnan Vice-President (Chennai) for Southern Zone
Shri B. P. Chatterjee Vice-President (Kolkata) for Eastern Zone
Shri M. L. Kolhekar Vice-President (Indore), for Northern Zone
Shri B. D. Mehta Secretary
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Shri V. P. Maniktala Joint Secretary
Shri R. D. Madan Treasurer

One member each from representative Association was also unanimously elected to the
Governing Body of the Federation. Their names are as under :-:

*For U.P. there were two Associations hence 2 Members. However in course of time both were
amalgamated and H.Qs. remained at Lucknow.

Shri S.P.Puri, Shri H.C.Sarkar and Shri R.L.Magon were chosen to be the patrons of the
Federation and standing invitees to the meetings of the Federation.

Following decisions were taken in  that meeting.
i) The Federation should hereafter take up with Central Office, Trustees of the Fund

and other Govt. Agencies matters / issues concerning the Pensioners
ii) Individual cases of Members be taken up with the concerned L.H.O. by local unit,

unless the case necessitates a reference to Central Office, in which event it will be
pursued by the Federation.

The first Annual General Body Meeting of the Federation was held at Chennai, on the 8th
December 1985.

In future articles, I intend to give important events, issues settled, names of Office Bearers /
Members of Governing Body, dates and places of Meeting etc.

Our federation has now completed three decades of service. Thirty First year has started on
23-9-2014. Even now we (i.e. Federation) will not only continue but will struggle more to achieve our
goals by negotiations or by legal recourse.

I am in this organization from 4-03-990 to 19-01-2009 as Secretary (1 term), General Secretary
(2 terms), Vice President (2 terms) and President (1 term) & thereafter as an Advisor from 19-01-
2009 to 30-03-2012. Therefore, I thought I should place before you my memories (mostly based on
records). If you like, I will say that I have not wasted my time and your time. Otherwise, forget but wait
for more information.

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On Federation Front
Developments in the Court Cases filed by our Federation pending in Delhi High Court

i)  Writ Petition No.1875 of 2013 :-
On 17th April 2014 although the above case was posted for final hearing, final arguments did

not take place. On the day, another W.P. filed by one of the Bank's pensioners in Jharkhand High
Court was transferred to Delhi High Court with the consent of the petitioners as per the order of the
Supreme Court. Although the Supreme Court did not order for clubbing his W.P. with the above W.P.
and also did not direct its posting to a Bench for decision within six months, the Delhi High Court
unfortunately posted his W.P.to be heard along with the above W.P. The prayers made in his W.P. as
also the Respondents are different. In his W.P. he has made only our Bank as the Respondent, whereas
in the above W.P. of our Federation, the Government, R.B.I. and our Bank are the Respondents.

Our  Federation has now filed two Interlocutory Applications - one in Delhi High Court seeking
for a separate and early hearing of its above W.P. and another one in the Supreme Cport seeking
against clubbing of any other W.Ps covered by the Transfer Petitions pending before the Supreme
Court. These I.As are expected to be heard shortly. As per the order dated 17-04-2014 of the Delhi
High Court, the next hearing is posted to 25th September 2014. If the above I.A. is allowed by the
Delhi High Court, the hearing may be advanced to an early date.
(Note : the prayers in both the Interlocutory Applications have been reproduced on the next page for
information of the members).
ii)  Writ Petition No.1931 of 2002 :-

The above W.P. filed by seven pensioners is posted regularly for final hearing. Our Bank submitted
the details of our Pension Fund and the amount required for providing the relief sought in the above
W.P. for the pre 1-11-1993 pensioners for payment of their pension at 50% of their last drawn pay. The
Petitioners have also filed their affidavit in response to the affidavits filed by our Bank giving the
details of the proposal submitted by our Bank in October 2002 to the Government recommending for
payment of pension at 50% of pay uniformly on all pay scales. The final arguments are expected to
take place soon.

When  the CEO of the Chicago Branch was told like this while calling me later he asked what type of
exercise I was doing in the night when I explained to him that I didn't want to give publicity to my
meditation, which certainly is an exercise.

Parents' behaviour with each other, their view of the child and their relations with others have
lasting effect on development and character formation. God has created good and evil which is
necessary in life.  Only good will not be sustainable! But, just like we need pickles & chutneys with
sweets in food balanced behaviour can have some minor conflicts! Parents should endeavour to have
balanced behaviour which will have lasting effect on children. One should not comment with negative
approach with children saying that they are bad or not intelligent etc.  It is harmful and has lasting
effect.

Compassionate & positive outlook in life is important. Those who don't possess compassion

should try to have it for someone else and pray 'God, make me compassionate' till it becomes a part
of life. Empathy is another quality we should possess. We should place ourselves in the situation of
someone else to realise his problem. Once I remember a day when traditionally people play colours
after Holi festival on previous night. Son of my neighbour was a little over one year age and eunuchs
planned to visit his house to embarrass & extract money.  Merely giving money is alright but facing the
problem they create is difficult.  Besides, once they enter the building problems are created to all
householders.  Hence, I locked the entrance door to our wing of the building. A visitor had come to our
building though one should avoid coming when playing colours was the main activity till after lunch.
While he was leaving, he was annoyed as the door of the wing was locked though it was opened
within a couple of minutes. The family he visited was also annoyed. I could not understand the reason
as the gate was opened without delay and closed again. But we have to learn to face small problems
for a right action to develop our character.
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VALUE OF ART AND CULTURE
We learn values at home, school, college & generally in environment in which we live.  Music,

art & culture should also be there where we advance in life.  Fortunately, I had an opportunity to listen
classical music of Bharat Ratna the late Pandit Bhimsen Joshi in the Fergusson College. We would
have our annual social gathering where we had an opportunity to participate in cultural programmes,
one act plays etc.  I used to be in demand to guide my juniors in the two adjacent homes. The teachers
were good & two of them were hospitable at home, showed affection and encouraged me.

In the second half of the nineteenth century, John D. Rockefeller was the richest man of the USA
& the World. But, he was not happy and thought  of committing suicide. His friend advised him in 1894
to meet Swami Vivekananda in Chicago.  Swamiji advised him that for the peace of mind Rockefeller
should help poor and needy etc. for proper use of wealth possessed by him as its custodian. The
Rockefeller Foundation was established to undertake research in medicine, engineering & higher
science subjects benefited mankind immensely all over the world which still continues to provide the
services.
ANYBODY CAN BE KARMA YOGI

We should choose our attitude to like the role in life assigned by the Lord in the stage of the
world created by Him and play it positively without expecting fruits. (Hates & aversion also bind us to
the concerned persons).

Centralised Staff Pension Processing Cell

During the Annual General Meeting of our Mumbai Zonal Sub-Centre, which was held on 8th
February 2013 at Shivaji Mandir (Dadar), Mumbai, a 'Slide Show' was arranged by Corporate Centre,
Mumbai, regarding processing and payment of Staff Pension at CSPPC (Kolkata) w.e.f. May 2012 .
This function was being handled by HRMS at Mumbai. The show contained slides showing the various
functions at LHO level as well as CSPPC (Kolkata) level. The process of payment of pension will be
fully automatic in a course of time. Shri.Chintamani P. Mulye, Manager, PPG Dept, Corporate Centre,
Mumbai, presented the slide-show and explained the details about functioning & processing of pension-
payment at Branch level/ at LHO level and at CSPPC (Kolkata) level in a lucid manner. The slide-show
was appreciated by all and for this, our Association is thankful to Shri.C.P.Mulye and Corporate Centre,
Mumbai for educating the pensioners.

The show also contained the information about how a pensioner can access his pension account,
see & download his pension slip, furnish 'Investment' details to the Bank through the portal without
going to the Branch. Of course, for this, pensioner needs a computer and an Internet connection at his
residence and knowledge about how to operate it. This does not mean that, those who do not have
computer and internet connection at their residence, can not get their Pension Slip and furnish
Investment details to the Bank. For this purpose, any pensioner / family pensioner can go to the
pension-paying branch, approach Branch Manager / authorised official and get his 'Pension
Slip' and furnish 'Investment details to the Bank. The slide-show was very useful. We reproduce
hereunder the important information given in the slides which we presume will be useful to all who
could not attend the AGM at Mumbai and witnessed the slide-show. The show contained following
information.
What is the Role of the Branch?

The following functions can be performed at the Branch level by an authorised official by
accessing various menu items described hereunder.
1)  Submission of Life Certificate : Pensioner will have to go to his pension-paying branch or any

Branch in person for furnishing 'Life Certificate' in November every year in prescribed form.
(The relative e-Circular along with proforma of Life Certificate is printed / reproduced in 'Samvad'
for the month of July 2011 and all the issues of Samvad are available on our web-site). When
Life Certificate is obtained at branch level, the fact should be noted under respective menu and
authorised by the branch official.

2)   Pensioner can furnish his 'Investment' details in writing by going personally to the pension-
paying branch or by filling the details in the proforma given by the Bank by accessing the
'Pensioner portal' as mentioned above. For accessing  the 'Pensioner-portal' the pensioner has
to register himself on  the Bank's website : https://www.sbi.co.in/sbipension/user.htm. The
proforma containing 24 items of 'Investment' details required under the Income-tax Act can be
accessed and downloaded by the Branch official by going to the respective 'Enquiry Menu' and
should be obtained under signature of the pensioner and uploaded in the system by filling-in
respective items/columns by the Branch official under his 'authorization'.

3)   Pensioner can get his 'Pension slip' every month at his pension-paying branch. The authorised
official at the branch can generate his pension slip and give it to the pensioner. If the Pensioner
is a registered user of pensioner portal, then he can get printout of his pension-slip if he has got
printer at home
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4)  The amount of Income-tax deducted as per the Income-tax Rules has to be deposited by the
Branch Manager with NSDL within 7 days.

5)  At pension-paying branch level, the non-financial data like - permanent and mailing address,
PAN and e-mail address can be entered / modified by the authorised official.

6)   In case the Death of a pensioner is reported in writing (supported by 'Death certificate' issued
by authorised Municipal official) the 'date of death' should be noted against the relative column
in pensioner's HRMS portal in respective 'DOD' menu by an authorised official at the branch
who should report the 'Death' (through 'DOD' Menu) to  Local Head Office for their information
and necessary action.

What is 'Enquiry' Menu' and how to access it ?
For this, the Provident Fund Index number of a pensioner is required which can be entered

by the Branch official in 'Enquiry' menu provided in the system. Once this Prov. Fund number is entered,
the Master details of a pensioner can be accessed by selecting the respective menu items.

The  'Menu' contains (i) Master Details; (ii) Family Details; (iii) Transaction Details; (iv) Certificate
Details; (v) Modification Details; (vi) Commutation Details; & (vii) Revision Details.

For getting details and / or changing the same, if required, the above menu can be accessed
by the authorised Branch official.
Form 16 : This is a 'Certificate' issued by the Branch official in a prescribed form under the Income-
Tax Rules at the end of the financial year to each 'Assessee' (in this case - the pensioner) giving
details of total amount of pension paid, Income-tax deducted, if any, etc.
Form 24 Q : This is a proforma of 'Quarterly Statement' to be submitted by the Branch Manager/
authorised official of the Branch to the respective Income-tax Office. This is called 'TDS Projection
Report'.

There are various 'Reports' which can be viewed at (i) Branch level; (ii) CSPPC level; and at
(iii) LHO level.
Please note : (1) For 'online' submission of 'Investment Declaration Form' with the help of computer
at home, no authorization is required. It can be modified by the pensioner himself. (2) Pensioner can
view his pension slip every month and get a printout, if he has got printer at home.  (3) Please check
the 'Date of submission of Life Certificate' on the pension slip in the next month after submission in
November every year. This will facilitate pensioner to know whether the 'Life Certificate' furnished by
him in the branch has been uploaded by the Branch in time.
New Arrivals : This menu is provided (1) to modify the 'Handicapped Flag' where relationship is 'son/
daughter' and type is 'family'; (2) to modify the average salary, if wrongly entered; (3) to modify the
permanent address of the pensioner, if changed.  Menu is also provided for the CSPPC to modify the
permanent address of the pensioner, if changed and the facility has been given to send the pension-
slip via e-mail  to those who have registered their e-mail ids (i.e.- e-mail address) with the Bank.
How to access 'HRMS' portal for Retired Employees and How to use it :

Since transfer of ‘Pension’ work to CSPPC Kolkata, the Bank has introduced new ‘Pensioner
Portal’ (as mentioned in its e-Circular No.:CDO/P&HRD-PPFG/22/2012-13 dt. 25th July 2012 which
is printed in 'Samvad' for the month of August 2012). The Bank has introduced a new web-portal
which can be accessed by typing the following ‘link’ in your computer browser.

https://www.sbi.co.in/sbipension/user.htm
      Those who were already using earlier ‘HRMS’ site need not again register as 'new user' with this
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new portal. They can get access with the same user-id (i.e. your own Prov. Fund Index number) and
the same password. But  those who are ‘New User’ must go through the registration process
(which is very simple) and register themselves with the new web-portal. You will have to enter in
the system your Mobile number, which will be registered with the Bank. Because, Bank can contact
the pensioner, if need arises.

If you were not using erstwhile HRMS portal, then you will have to register for getting access to
the new HRMS Pensioner portal. Please type the link : https://www.sbi.co.in/sbipension/user.htm
in your browser. When opened, you will see a webpage : Portal for Retired SBI Employees with
following particulars.

For New Users
The new users will have to register themselves in 'HRMS Pensioner Portal' for which they will

have to go to the website : https://www.sbi.co.in/sbipension/user.htm and click the button 'New
User' at the bottom. Once you click the button 'New User' a new webpage will be opened on your
screen as under.
