Issues / Problems affecting the Pensioners

Kindly refer to the discussions we had with you on the 10th July 2007 on the various
problems affecting our members. For the sake of record and taking suitable corrective steps by
the Bank, we list hereunder the matters discussed.

1) although our senior members are giving forms 15-G & 15-H prescribed under the
Income Tax Act, branches are deducting TDS at quarterly intervals on the Term Deposit
Receipts purchased by our members/our Pensioners’ Association.

2) the accounts of our Pensioner members are clubbed with the other pensioners thus
depriving them of the facility of concessionary rate/free services otherwise available to
the Staff/Pensioners. We suggest that the A/cs of our SBI Pensioners should be
segragated in a separate ledger so that they would get the different treatment.

3) Despite clear instructions not to insist on compliance of ‘kyc’ norms, branches continue
to insist on compliance of these instructions whenever pensioners are requesting for
adding the name of their spouse to the pension A/c causing unnecessary troubles and
expenses to our members. For your information we add that a request made by
Shri. Bapu Naik from Ghatkopar (E) branch to add the name of his wife was not
complied and the wife was called upon to complete the ‘Deceased A/c’ formalities,
because in the mean time he died in the month of November 2006.

4) Despite clear instructions both from Corporate Centre as also from PPG Dept of LHO to
pay pension 4 days before the end of month, the following branches are not complying
with the instructions and make payment of pension either on last day of the month or
in the first week of the subsequent month.

(1) Ghatkopar (E); (2) Dadar Main; (3) Shivaji Park; (4) J.K.Gram,Thane (E) and
(5) MIDC, Andheri.
We request you to deal with the non-compliance of the instructions seriously.
Thanking you in anticipation and requesting for a reply.

Tax Breather for Senior Citizens

on Interest

The Finance Ministry has directed Banks
and Post Offices not to deduct any income-tax
at source on interest up to Rs.1,00,000/- earned
by senior citizens, provided they did not have
other taxable income.

In a news release, the Finance Ministry has
stated senior citizens, over 65 years, will need
to furnish a declaration in form 15-H stating
that they do not have any other raxable income
beyond Rs.1,00,000/- interest.

For those in the 55-56 age group, tax will
not be deducted at source if they file a declaration
in form 15-G. Women having no other taxable
income would get tax exemption on interest up
to Rs.1,35,000/-.

The Friday announcement is expected to
benefit lakhs of senior citizens, fearing tax
deductions at source on interest earned on funds
parked in Banks and Post Offices under the Senior
Citizens Scheme 2004.

Individuals can claim lower deductions
from their assessing officers under Section 197(I)
of Income Tax Act. Meanwhile, the Finance
Ministry has also advised the IT Department not
to recover any tax from Banks and Post Offices
on subscribers’ funds where forms 15-G and 15-
H are duly furnished. Even in cases where
advance tax has directly been paid by the senior
citizens for previous two years, the IT
Department would not recover any tax from the

Banks and Post Offices.
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Rural & Agricultural Business
Appointment of retired Officers of
the Bank on contract basis as
Channel Management Advisors (CMAs)

The Executive Committee of Central Board
at its meeting held on the 17th August 2007
has approved a policy for appointment of
officers who retired from the Bank in MMGS-II
or above as Channel Management Advisors
(CMAs) on contract basis and on payment of
consolidated monthly remuneration, without
prejudice to their pension. While the detailed
policy is given in Annexure, its salient features
are enumerated below :

i The officer desirous for appointment as
CMA should have retired on attaining
superannuation from the Bank’s service as
officer MMGS-II or MMGS-III and his age
should not exceed 62 years at the time of
initial appointment.

iil.  The engagement would be initially for a
period of 2 years which may be renewed
by two more years or upto the age of 65
years, whichever is earlier, subject to
continued good performance and physical
fitness of the official.

iii. CMAs would be paid consolidated
remunerations as under:

1%t year of Contract : Rs.10,000/- p.m.
2" year of Contract : Rs.12,000/- p.m.
3" year of Contract : Rs.14,000/- p.m.*
4t year of Contract : Rs.16,000/- p.m.*

* applicable in respect of CMAs whose
contract is renewed.

Besides, the official would be eligible for
reimbursement of mobile phone bills,
conveyance/TA and HA as detailed in the
annexure (to the circular to be issued in
due course).

iv. CMAs will have to be resident of a town/
village within commutable distance from
the villages to be monitored by them.

v.  Circles are required to send letters to the
eligible ex-officers of the Bank asking them
to apply for assignment of CMA, if they
are willing for the same after you (LHOs)
receive a communication in this regard
from CRPD. Record/particulars of such ex
officers would be available in the PPF & G
Department of the LHO, where pension of
all the eligible ex-employees of the Bank
are processed. The assistance of Bank'’s
Pensioners’ Association may please also
be taken to reach out to eligible retired
officers. Proforma of letter to be sent to
the ex-officers and the application to be
submitted by them are being sent to you

(LHOs) separately by CRPD.

vi. Selection of the candidates will be done
through interviews.

vii.  All other relevant details will be available
at 'Zonal Sub-Centres of our Association’,
who may be contacted for the purpose.

The doctor enquired what
was ailing me. My eyes glued on that board. I
thought my ailment had doubled. Doctor Ji, I
am a pensioner. My carry home is much less
than what I used to get during service. Could it
be possible for you to reduce the consultation
fee to half if not less than half? There was a

frowning smile on his face. Fearing that the
doctor did not get annoyed and in anger
diagnosed me of serious illness. I simply
surrendered and total of my problem, physical
one. After thorough search the diagnosis was
to get admitted in a hospital for heart ailment. I
told that my heart is not mine but is with my
better half for the last 50 years, so nothing has
gone wrong with it. He did not smile and handed
me over the prescription with advice to get
admitted, being a member of Retired Employees
Medical Benefit Scheme, my wife rushed me to
an approved hospital.

But not being doctor’s Nursing Home but
pool of doctors & consultants, charges were very
high. I was advised by some one to go to some
other Nursing Home, Hospital, Government
Hospital where charges may not be that high.
Medical treatment is a matter of faith but
approved Hospitals concept stood in my way.
Some one observed that in case you are a
member of a scheme, charges in approved
hospitals would be as per your eligibility for
reimbursement. I did not agree, got admitted,
exhausted the balance under the scheme and
from my bank balance, Govt. lease of
“borrowed” life and wished that relevant Articles
of our Constitution may come to our rescue

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TOP MANAGEMENT TRAVAILS

All of us service people aspire to reach the
top. So when I joined the top management cadre
of the State Bank as a Deputy Managing director,
I naturally felt elated. Little did I know in that
euphoria that there were hazards.

Soon I did.

Within a week, I realized that when people
say there is always room at the top, they do not
mean it.

I felt like I had lost one of my
privileges.

One day a strange thing happened. I was
discussing an issue with a couple of officers in

“this has been our practice so far, but if the
Dy.M.D. feels differently, we will revise it.”

I looked left, right, around, behind, under
the table, to find out who and where this differing
Dy.M.D. was, and my officers looked puzzled at
my behaviour. And then it dawned on me that
the reference to the differing Dy.M.D. was to me
only! At such high levels, ‘you’ is not to be used.
The third person address indicates respect and
deference. I had known of a wife not mentioning
husband’s name and calling him or referring to
him by all kinds of epithets, but I did not know
this rule extended to the top management as
well.

I coolly replied, Napoleonlike,

" No. The Dy.M.D. agrees with you.”

One more phenomenon was noticed by me
in a couple of weeks. People under me and
around me found my approach, my work-style,
my speed, my grasp of problems, admirable and
they admired. They also obliquely mentioned,
and sometimes not so obliquely, that there was
a sea-change from my predecessor’s approach,
work-style, speed, grasp of problems, etc. etc. I
felt enthused. Soon however, my colleagues from
my earlier assignment happened to visit me, who
expressed their profound appreciation of my
approach, my work-style, my speed, my grasp
of problems and that sort of things in my
previous assignment and told me how things
had vastly changed - things had now gone to
dogs was what they said, to be precise. It was
then that it dawned on me (I am a great one for
dawns) that this was the very simple and
common predecessor-successor game played at
all levels in every organisation. It is a highly
enjoyable and largely harmless game if you are
aware of it. While talking to someone in the top
management, it helps to tell him how things
have gone to dogs in the assignment he just left
and how things have vastly improved in the
assignment he had just taken over. He almost
believes it. Luckily for me, I soon realized this
little game and thereafter merely offered a silly
smile at such comments. Such smile comes easily
and naturally to me. (People however always
accused me of very carefully choosing my
predecessors and my successors.)

Another hazard at the top level is the
seriousness with which people take you. And
the first label sticks. In my first meetings and
conferences, I tried occasional humour and the
word soon got round that I was a humourous
boss. The next logical word to go round was
that I was not a serious boss. And the next more
logical word to go round and go round very fast
was that I need not be taken seriously! Thereafter,
if I asked somebody to attend office on time, he
thought it was a joke! It needed a lot of effort
and struggle on my part to convince people
around me that I was serious when I was serious
and I was humorous when I was humorous.
They soon accepted it, but they still had difficulty
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and were confused as to when I was serious
and when I was humorous. There were many
occasions when they took my humour seriously
and my seriousness lightly!

Hierarchical organizations they say place a
premium on obedience and at higher levels, the
premium is higher. I must record that my
experience was different. I did not find all ‘yes’
men around. True, they all said ‘yes’, when I
said ‘yes’, but they also said ‘no” when I said 'no’.

Another top management hazard is the
requirement to preside over all kinds of meetings
and conferences and make wise comments and
profound speeches. This is not always
comfortable. To you and to the audience. All of
us have heard seniors who are tiring and boring
and all of us sneak a yawn here and there. I
have known of people who have perfected the
art of yawning with their mouths shut. But I
have also heard the speech of a high dignitary
who used to yawn, mouth open, when he
himself was speaking! One redeeming feature
of addressing meetings as a top management
member is that the audience listens to you with
seriousness on the face; they laugh when you
cut a good joke, they laugh when you cut a bad
joke, they also laugh when you go on repeating
the same joke meeting after meeting! What is
sometimes embarrassing at such meetings is
when they try to come too close to you - referring
to you as respected Dy.M.D., or dear Dy.M.D. is
alright I say, but ‘beloved Dy.M.D." is a little too
much. Even though ‘let's come closer’ is State
Bank’s motto, ‘beloved’ is too much is what I
say.

And at one such conference, the local chief
summarised the proceedings and repeatedly
mentioned, ‘as the Dy.M.D. rightly pointed out....
so on and so forth. In the beginning, I was
happy, but that gave way to positive
embarrassment when I counted the number of
times he used that phrase -(one of the games I
play while listening to other peoples’ speeches)
- he repeated the phrase ‘as the Dy.M.D. rightly
pointed out’ nine times! And, He Rama, he used
it on three occasions when I, the Dy.M.D.

himself, had not made that point at all!

At the top management level, it is taken for
granted that one is photogenic. I am not. I am
also least photogenic when I am eating and a
majority of my photographs were taken while I
was eating and off-guard, one hand bent at the
elbow and cramped, the other hand holding a
tentative plate, neck half bent, mouth half open
partly for eating, partly to oblige the
photographer with a smile, in short, all features
in the worst position for a photograph. As if this
is not enough, one is photographed while
presiding over a best buffalo contest, with oneself
and colleagues freely dispersed among a group
of bewildered buffaloes. One such photograph
of mine was captioned, ‘Dy.M.D. giving away
the prize to the best buffalo. Best buffalo looking
intently at the Dy.M.D! sounding as if it was not
easy to distinguish which was which!

The worst was the loss of personal freedom.
A colleague who was till recently in Bombay but
was now transferred to Hyderabad with his
family still in Bombay telephoned one day.

‘Hello there..

‘Yes, yes...here..speaking.’

‘Yes, yes, I want you only. What sort of a
Dy.M.D. are you?’

“Why, what's wrong?’

“I had telephoned my wife today in Bombay
and my son told me, he is in school still in
Bombay you know, he told me a funny Dy.M.D.
has come to stay in our building. He said, he
was whistling a Hindi film tune, a Madhuri Dixit
number! I was aghast! You, a Dy.M.D., whistling
such tunes, forgetting your age, your stature,
your seniority, your....., the image of the State
Bank.....

‘That’s enough,’ I said, * the Indian Constitution
under some section guarantees the right to
whistle as a Fundamental Right, don’t you know?’
And I put down the receiver.

There are many gains of reaching the top,
but no gain can compensate the loss of the
freedom to whistle!
