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On Federation Front
Arbitrary and Irrational Circular of Govt. and our Demand for Justice

It has been advised by our Federation President Shri.B.G.Dandekar vide his letter No.81 of 2006/07 dated 7th
January 2007 that in response to our Federation Letter No.52 of 31-07-2006 the Bank has not advised us the steps taken
by them to redress the injustice done to the retirees for the period from 1-11-97(Award Staff)/1-4-98 (Officers) to 31-10-
2002 & 1-11-2002 to 31-10-2005. We are appending the excerpts of the Federation Letter No.81 of 7-1-07 conveying
what steps have been taken by them in the matter, for information of the members.

"The above issue was discussed in the Annual General Meeting of the Federation on 7th October 2006 at Indore
when it was unanimously decided to proceed further and file a writ at the appropriate time. Accordingly, we waited upto
end of November 2006, expecting that the pension of those retirees who retired in the salary scales wherein D.A. upto
1684 points was merged, will be revised on the basis of the actual pay drawn by them at the time of retirement. However,
now we feel that we have waited enough and we should start legal process."

In view of the above, Federation has directed our Advocate to proceed further. Accordingly, our Advocate has
served a notice on the Bank on 8-12-2006 calling upon the Bank to immediately initiate corrective measures to make the
extension of the benefit sought to be granted by the impugned Circular (under reference) applicable to all existing
pensioners irrespective of their date of retirement.The draft plaint is under preparation. After approval of the draft of the
Plaint by the Core Committee of the Federation the case will be filed at the earliest. We will keep the members advised of
the further developments, if any, in the matter.

3. Membership and Finance: During 2006, 487 new members were enrolled as against 203
new members in 2005 as under :

The Association has purchased a flat of about 600 sq. ft carpet area and converted it into
Association's Office, including Furniture, fittings, paintings etc. Total cost is Rs. 18 lakhs. We
request Mumbai sub-centre members to kindly donate towards Building fund. We have already
collected a sum of Rs. 82,254/~ so far. We have to replenish the cost of flat to the extent of Rs. 10
lacs to Head Quarters hence the request for donation towards Building fund.

4. Local Meeting: During the year 2006, one meeting of the Pensioners was held at Panvel on
8/2/2006. The meeting was arranged by Shri M.K. Gohil, Chief Manager of the Branch. The
present progress about revision of Pension/Family Pension etc. was explained to the Pensioners.
A session of questions & answers was also arranged.

5. Court Case: You are aware that we have supported a case filed by some pensioners in the
High Court, New Delhi against Govt. of India/Reserve Bank of India/State Bank of India. The case
is now in Senior Citizens' Court and is listed at No. 11.

6. Indefinite strike by the staff :

As you are aware that the State Bank employees from all the cadres went on indefinite strike
from the 3rd April 2006 demanding to resolve following issues:-

1) The pension ceiling needs a comprehensive review to provide for 50% of the last pay

drawn

2) Commutation on par with the industry level

3) Index Linked D.A. as available in the industry

4) Family Pension as available in the industry

The strike in question was called off on Sunday the 9th April 2006 after concerned parties
arrived at an understanding for revision of Pension to those who retired after 31st October 2002.
Please refer to the post strike analysis done by Shri V. K. Mehrotra Dy. Mg. Director (Retd.)
published in June 2006 issue of 'Samvad'. "Revision of Pension - where we stand" analysis was
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done by Shri R. N. Banerjee, General Secretary, Bengal Circle Pensioners' Association and it was
published in December 2006 issue of 'Samvad'.
7. IBI Employees Provident Fund - Disposal of balances lying in "Forefeiture A/c"

After discussions with the Federation of SBI Pensioners' Associations the Trustees of the IBI
Provident Fund have decided that the funds lying in IBI employees Provident Fund "Forefeiture
A/c." be utilized for the benefit of Ex-employees/ Pensioners/Family Pensioners of Imperial Bank
of India. Accordingly the Bank has approved the scheme under which cost of medical expenses
will be reimbursed to the extent of Rs. 5,000/- (Rs. Five thousand only) per beneficiary per year
on the basis of claim certificate till the entire fund is exhausted. Our Mg. Committee members
took lot of initiatives and many Pensioners/Family Pensioners of IBI received Rs. 5,000/-. The
members willingly donated for the good work done by the Association. A list of such donors was
published in October 2006 issue of 'Samvad' and will be published in subsequent issues of
'Samvad'. We are thankful to all the donors.

We request the members who have benefited from this scheme to generously donate to the
Association.

8. Family Pension Scheme : Revision in mode of computation of Dearness Relief :

The Dearness Relief was paid to family pensioners as per the formula applicable to Family
Pensioners of the Government of India. This formula was based on the recommendations of the
4th Pay Commission's Report.

The President of Federation of SBI Pensioners' Associations was pursuing the issue for
payment of Dearness Relief to Family Pensioners in line with the payment of D. R. to pensioners
of the Bank. Finally our suggestion was approved and revised Dearness Relief to all Family Pensioners
was made effective from 1-5-2005. The arrears were also paid to Family Pensioners. The increase
in Dearness Relief is from Rs. 33/- to Rs. 129/- p.m.

9. On Federation Front :

You are aware that the Federation's Administrative Office was shifted to Mumbai Circle and it
has started functioning from December 2005.

On the 29th December 2005 our President had discussions with Shri Shantha Raju, then
General Secretary of Supervising Staff Federation on our pending issues.

Our President Shri B. G. Dandekar wrote 4 letters dated 9-5-06 to the Dy. Managing Director
on the following issues :-

1) Pension Issue - Retirees between 1-11-97 to 31-10-2002

(salary scales 1684 points DA Merger)

2) Dearness Relief - from 1-5-2005 D.R. @ 0.18% per slab(Principal of 100%

neutralisation of D.R. should be extended to the past retirees.)

3) Family Pension - Since inception (1986) the family pension scheme has not been

revised.

4) Problems faced by the retirees during 1-11-87 and 31-10-93. The pension at the rate
of 32% and above is being paid to several officers even now. The Pension should be 50% of their
pay to all retirees.

As the post strike position was not clear, it was decided to call for a meeting of the Governing
Body of the Federation on 13th May 2006 at STC Bandra (Mumbai). The gist of the discussions in
the meeting was published in 'Samvad' issue of May 2006.
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In spite of strike we could not achieve the desired results. The President Shri B. G. Dandekar
felt that now our grievances can be redressed only through court cases and accordingly it was
decided to file writ petitions in different High Courts on different issues.

Our Federation has submitted a memorandum dated 6-7-2006 to State Bank of India for
placing the same before the newly constituted committee by the Govt. of India. The gist of the
memorandum was published in 'Samvad' issue of October 2006.

Two letters (i) Ref. No. 52 dated 31-7-2006 Re: Arbitary and irrational circular of Government of
India and our demand for justice & (ii) Letter No. 60 of 30-9-2006 Re: Discrimination in the grant
of dearness relief on pension. Both the letters were published in 'Samvad' issue of October 2006.

The meeting of the Office Bearers of three Federations was held at Bangalore on 15-08-
2006. The main participants were Sarvashri G. D. Nadaf, Shantha Raju & K. P. Deb of AISBOF, P.
K. Patnaik of AISBISF, and B.G.Dandekar, V. K. Mehrotra, R. N. Godbole, S. B. Gokhale & G. K.
Gandhi of FOSBIPA and also Sarvashri R. Nagarajan, PPS Murthy and Dharma Rajan of Chennai
Circle Pensioners' Association.

Shri P. K. Patnaik, General Secretary of AISBISF presided over the Meeting. In the meeting it
was clear from the discussions that there was no MOU as reported by 2 Federations but there was
only an understanding. They have not considered revision of pension in respect of old retirees as
well as Family Pension Scheme.

Governing Body Meeting of our Federation was held on 6th October 2006 and A.G.M. was
held on 7th October 2006 at Staff Learning Centre, Indore. We have reviewed all the Pending
issues and lobbying through M.Ps. for Pension Issue was considered.

Accordingly a Memorandum pointing out injustice meted out to SBI Pensioners/Family
Pensioners has been handed over to Hon'ble Shri P.Chidambaram, Finance Minister, Government
of India, New Delhi. In this regard Shri E. K. Thakur, MP (Rajyasabha), took initiative and obtained
signatures of 75 MPs and handed over the memorandum to the Finance Minister.

10. Pension : The Government of India has approved the revised Pension to employees/officers
who retired after 31st October 2002 wherein DA upto 2288 points (1960-100) has been merged.
The revised Pension is payable only from 1-5-2005. The revised Pension and arrears are likely to
be paid before 31st March 2007. (Kindly peruse August 2006 issue of 'Samvad').

11. Other Meetings :

1. Shri S.B. Gokhale, General Secretary of our Federation attended the Pensioners Meeting at
Satara on 29-1-2006.

2. S/Shri B.G. Dandekar, President of Federation, V.M. Gokhale, President Mumbai Circle and
S.B. Gokhale, General Secretary attended Pensioners meet at Akola on 11-2-2006 and
also at Nagpur on 12-2-2006.

3. Silver Jubilee function of Bengal Circle Pensioners' Association held at Kolkatta on 26-2-
2006 was attended by S/Shri B.G. Dandekar, V.M. Gokhale, S.B. Gokhale and B.P. Khare,
from Mumbai.

4. Federation's Governing Body Meeting at STC Bandra held on 13-5-2006 was attended by
S/Shri B.G. Dandekar, V.M. Gokhale, S.B. Gokhale & B.P. Khare.
